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H. Res. 604

In the House of Representatives, U.S.,
October 20, 1998.

Resolved, That upon the adoption of this resolution it
shall be in order without intervention of any point of order
to consider in the House the bill (S. 1132) to modify the
boundaries of the Bandelier National Monument to include
the lands within the headwaters of the Upper Alamo Water-
shed which drain into the Monument and which are not cur-
rently within the jurisdiction of a Federal land management
agency, to authorize purchase or donation of those lands, and
for other purposes. The bill shall be considered as read for
amendment. The previous question shall be considered as or-
dered on the bill to final passage without intervening motion
except: (1) one hour of debate on the bill equally divided and
controlled by the chairman and ranking minority member of
the Committee on Resources; and (2) one motion to recom-
mit.

SEC. 2. Upon the adoption of this resolution it shall be
in order without intervention of any point of order to consider

in the House the bill (S. 2133) an act to preserve the cultural

resources of the Route 66 corridor and to authorize the Sec-
retary of the Interior to provide assistance. The bill shall be
considered as read for amendment. The previous question
shall be considered as ordered on the bill to final passage
without intervening motion except: (1) one hour of debate on
the bill equally divided and controlled by the chairman and
ranking minority member of the Committee on Resources;
and (2) one motion to recommit.
