Section 844(e) of title 18, United States Code, is7

amended—8

(1) by inserting ‘‘not less than 1 year (or, if the9

person has a prior conviction for a crime under Fed-10

eral or State law, not less than 3 years) and’’ before11

‘‘not more than 10 years’’; and12

(2) by adding at the end the following: ‘‘In the13

case of a person’s second or subsequent conviction14

under this subsection, the person shall be sentenced15

to a term of imprisonment of not less than 616

years.’’.17
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
