TITLE VIII
GENERAL PROVISIONS

SEc. 8001. No part of any appropriation contained
wm this Act shall be used for publicity or propaganda pur-
poses not authorized by the Congress.

SEC. 8002. During the current fiscal year, provisions
of law prohibiting the payment of compensation to, or em-
ployment of, any person not a citizen of the United States
shall not apply to personnel of the Department of Defense:
Provided, That salary increases granted to direct and indi-
rect hire foreign national employees of the Department of
Defense funded by this Act shall not be at a rate in excess
of the percentage increase authorized by law for civilian
employees of the Department of Defense whose pay 1s com-
puted under the provisions of section 5332 of title 5, United
States Code, or at a rate in excess of the percentage increase
provided by the appropriate host nation to its own employ-
ees, whichever is higher: Provided further, That this section
shall not apply to Department of Defense foreign service
national employees serving at Unated States diplomatic

missions whose pay 1is set by the Department of State under
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the Foreign Service Act of 1980: Provided further, That the
limitations of this provision shall not apply to foreign na-
tional employees of the Department of Defense in the Re-
public of Turkey.

SEC. 8003. No part of any appropriation contained
w this Act shall remain available for obligation beyond the
current fiscal year, unless expressly so provided herein.

SEC. 8004. No more than 20 percent of the appropria-
tions in this Act which are limated for obligation during
the current fiscal year shall be obligated during the last 2
months of the fiscal year: Provided, That this section shall
not apply to obligations for support of active duty training
of reserve components or summer camp training of the Re-
serve Officers” Training Corps.

(TRANSFER OF FUNDS)

SEC. 8005. Upon determination by the Secretary of

seen military requirements, than those for which originally
appropriated and in no case where the item for which re-
programming is requested has been denied by the Congress:
Provided  further, That a  request for multiple
reprogrammings of funds using authority provided in this
section must be made prior to May 31, 20053.
(TRANSFER OF FUNDS)
SEC. 8006. During the current fiscal year, cash bal-

ances 1 working capital funds of the Department of De-

fense established pursuant to section 2208 of title 10, United

States Code, may be maintained in only such amounts as

are necessary at any time for cash disbursements to be made

Jrom such funds: Provided, That transfers may be made be-

tween such funds: Provided further, That transfers may be

made between working capital funds and the “Foreign Cur-
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rency Fluctuations, Defense” appropriation and the “Oper-
ation and Maintenance” appropriation accounts in such
amounts as may be determined by the Secretary of Defense,
with the approval of the Office of Management and Budget,
except that such transfers may not be made unless the Sec-
retary of Defense has notified the Congress of the proposed
transfer. Except in amounts equal to the amounts appro-
priated to working capital funds in this Act, no obligations
may be made against a working capital fund to procure
or inerease the value of war reserve material inventory, un-
less the Secretary of Defense has notified the Congress prior
to any such obligation.

SEC. 8007. Funds appropriated by this Act may not
be used to iitiate a special access program without prior
notification 30 calendar days in session in advance to the
congressional defense committees.

SEC. 8008. None of the funds provided in this Act shall
be available to initiate: (1) a multiyear contract that em-
ploys economic order quantity procurement in excess of
$20,000,000 in any 1 year of the contract or that includes
an unfunded contingent liability in excess of $20,000,000;
or (2) a contract for advance procurement leading to a
multiyear contract that employs economic order quantity
procurement in excess of $20,000,000 in any 1 year, unless

the congressional defense commaittees have been notified at
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least 30 days n advance of the proposed contract award:
Provided, That no part of any appropriation contained in

this Act shall be available to initiate a multiyear contract

4 for which the economaic order quantity advance procurement
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1s not funded at least to the limits of the Government’s li-
ability: Provided further, That no part of any appropria-
tion contained in this Act shall be available to initiate
multiyear procurement contracts for any systems or compo-
nent thereof if the value of the multiyear contract would
exceed $500,000,000 unless specifically provided in this Act:
Provided further, That no multiyear procurement contract
can be terminated without 10-day prior notification to the
congressional defense committees: Provided further, That the
execution of multiyear authority shall requive the use of a
present value analysis to determine lowest cost compared
to an annual procurement.
Funds appropriated in title III of this Act may be

used for multiyear procurement contracts as follows:

C—-130 aircraft;

FMTV; and

F/A-18E and F engine.

SEC. 8009. Within the funds appropriated for the oper-

ation and maintenance of the Armed Forces, funds are here-
by appropriated pursuant to section 401 of title 10, United

States Code, for humanitarian and civic assistance costs
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under chapter 20 of title 10, United States Code. Such funds
may also be obligated for hwmanitarian and civic assist-
ance costs incidental to authorized operations and pursuant
to authority granted wn section 401 of chapter 20 of title
10, United States Code, and these obligations shall be re-
ported to the Congress as of September 30 of each year: Pro-
vided, That funds available for operation and maintenance
shall be available for providing hwmanitarian and similar
assistance by using Civie Action Teams in the Trust Terri-
tories of the Pacific Islands and freely associated states of
Mucronesia, pursuant to the Compact of Free Association
as authorized by Public Law 99-239: Provided further,
That upon a determination by the Secretary of the Army
that such action 1s beneficial for graduate medical edu-
cation programs conducted at Army medical facilities lo-
cated in Hawanr, the Secretary of the Army may authorize
the provision of medical services at such facilities and
transportation to such facilities, on a nonrevmbursable
basts, for civilian patients from American Samoa, the Com-
monwealth of the Northern Mariana Islands, the Marshall
Islands, the Federated States of Micronesia, Palau, and
Guam.

SEC. 8010. (a) During fiscal year 2003, the civilian
personnel of the Department of Defense may not be man-

aged on the basis of any end-strength, and the management
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of such personnel during that fiscal year shall not be subject
to any constraint or limitation (known as an end-strength)
on the number of such personnel who may be employed on
the last day of such fiscal year.

(b) The fiscal year 2004 budget request for the Depart-
ment of Defense as well as all justification material and
other documentation supporting the fiscal year 2004 De-
partment of Defense budget request shall be prepared and
submitted to the Congress as if subsections (a) and (b) of
this provision were effective with regard to fiscal year 2004.

(¢) Nothing in this section shall be construed to apply
to mailitary (civilian) technicians.

SEc. 8011. Notwithstanding any other provision of
law, none of the funds made available by this Act shall be
used by the Department of Defense to exceed, outside the
50 Unated States, its territories, and the District of Colum-
bia, 125,000 civilian workyears: Provided, That workyears
shall be applied as defined in the Federal Personnel Man-
ual: Provided further, That workyears expended in depend-
ent student hiring programs for disadvantaged youths shall
not be included in this workyear limitation.

SEC. 8012. None of the funds made available by this

Act shall be used in any way, directly or indirvectly, to in-

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SEC. 8013. None of the funds appropriated by this Act
shall be available for the basic pay and allowances of any
member of the Army participating as a full-time student

and receiving benefits paid by the Secretary of Veterans Af-

Jairs from the Department of Defense Education Benefits

Fund when time spent as a full-time student 1is credited
toward completion of a service commitment: Provided, That
this subsection shall not apply to those members who have
reenlisted with this option prior to October 1, 1987: Pro-
vided further, That this subsection applies only to active
components of the Army.

SEC. 8014. None of the funds appropriated by this Act
shall be available to convert to contractor performance an
activity or function of the Department of Defense that, on
or after the date of the enactment of this Act, is performed
by more than 10 Department of Defense civilian employees
until a most efficient and cost-effective organization anal-
ysis 18 completed on such activity or function and certifi-
cation of the analysis is made to the Commattees on Appro-
priations of the House of Representatives and the Senate:
Provided, That this section and subsections (a), (b), and
(c) of 10 U.S.C. 2461 shall not apply to a commercial or
wmdustrial type function of the Department of Defense that:
(1) 1s included on the procurement list established pursuant

to section 2 of the Act of June 25, 1938 (41 U.S.C. 47),
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popularly referred to as the Javits-Wagner-O’Day Act; (2)
18 planned to be converted to performance by a qualified
nonprofit agency for the blind or by a qualified nonprofit
agency for other severely handicapped individuals in ac-
cordance with that Act; or (3) is planned to be converted
to performance by a qualified firm under 51 percent owner-
ship by an Indian tribe, as defined in section 450b(e) of
title 25, Unated States Code, or a Natiwe Hawaiian organi-
zation, as defined in section 637(a)(15) of title 15, United
States Code.
(TRANSFER OF FUNDS)

SEC. 8015. Funds appropriated in title 111 of this Act
Jor the Department of Defense Pilot Mentor-Protege Pro-
gram may be transferred to any other appropriation con-
tained wn this Act solely for the purpose of implementing
a Mentor-Protege Program developmental assistance agree-
ment pursuant to section 831 of the National Defense Au-
thorization Act for Fiscal Year 1991 (Public Law 101-510;
10 U.S.C. 2301 note), as amended, under the authority of

this provision or any other transfer authority contained in

this Act.
SEC. 8016. None of the funds in this Act may be avail-
able for the purchase by the Department of Defense (and

its departments and agencies) of welded shipboard anchor
and mooring chain 4 inches in diameter and under unless

the anchor and mooring chain are manufactured in the
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Unated States from components which are substantially
manufactured in the United States: Provided, That for the
purpose of this section manufactured will include cutting,
heat treating, quality control, testing of chain and welding
(including the forging and shot blasting process): Provided
Sfurther, That for the purpose of this section substantially
all of the components of anchor and mooring chain shall
be considered to be produced or manufactured in the Unated
States if the aggregate cost of the components produced or
manufactured in the United States exceeds the aggregate
cost of the components produced or manufactured outside
the Unated States: Provided further, That when adequate
domestic supplies are not available to meet Department of
Defense requirements on a timely basis, the Secretary of the
service responsible for the procurement may waive this re-
striction on a case-by-case basis by certifying in writing
to the Committees on Appropriations that such an acquisi-
tion must be made 1n order to acquire capability for na-
tronal security purposes.

SEC. 8017. None of the funds appropriated by this Act
available for the Civilian Health and Medical Program of
the Uniformed Services (CHAMPUS) or TRICARE shall
be available for the reimbursement of any health care pro-
vider for inpatient mental health service for care received

when a patient 1s referred to a provider of mpatient mental
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health care or residential treatment care by a medical or
health care professional having an economic interest in the
Jacility to which the patient is referred: Provided, That this
limatation does not apply in the case of impatient mental
health services provided under the program for persons with
disabilities under subsection (d) of section 1079 of title 10,
Unated States Code, provided as partial hospital care, or
provided pursuant to a waiver authorized by the Secretary
of Defense because of medical or psychological circumstances
of the patient that are confirmed by a health professional
who 1s not a Federal employee after a review, pursuant to
rules prescribed by the Secretary, which takes into account
the appropriate level of care for the patient, the intensity

of services required by the patient, and the availability of

that care.
SEc. 8018. Notwithstanding any other provision of
law, during the current fiscal year, the Secretary of Defense

may, by executive agreement, establish with host nation
governments in NATO member states a separate account
wmto which such residual value amounts negotiated in the
return of Unated States military installations in NATO
member states may be deposited, in the currency of the host
nation, i liew of direct monetary transfers to the Unaited
States Treasury: Provided, That such credits may be uti-

lized only for the construction of facilities to support United
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States military forces in that host nation, or such real prop-
erty maintenance and base operating costs that are cur-
rently executed through monetary transfers to such host na-
tions: Provided further, That the Department of Defense’s
budget submission for fiscal year 2004 shall identify such
sums anticipated i residual value settlements, and identify
such construction, real property maintenance or base oper-
ating costs that shall be funded by the host nation through
such credits: Provided further, That all military construc-
tion projects to be executed from such accounts must be pre-
viously approved in a prior Act of Congress: Provided fur-
ther, That each such executive agreement with a NATO
member host nation shall be reported to the congressional
defense commattees, the Commattee on International Rela-
tions of the House of Representatives and the Committee
on Forewgn Relations of the Senate 30 days prior to the
conclusion and endorsement of any such agreement estab-
lished under this provision.

SEC. 8019. None of the funds available to the Depart-
ment of Defense may be used to demilitarize or dispose of
M-1 Carbines, M—=1 Garand rifles, M—=14 rifles, .22 caliber
rifles, .30 caliber rifles, or M—1911 pistols.

SEC. 8020. No more than $500,000 of the funds appro-
priated or made available in this Act shall be used during

a single fiscal year for any single relocation of an organiza-
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tion, unit, activity or function of the Department of Defense
wmto or within the National Capital Region: Provided, That
the Secretary of Defense may waive this restriction on a
case-by-case basis by certifying in writing to the congres-
stonal defense committees that such a relocation 1s required
wn the best interest of the Government.

SEC. 8021. (a) In addition to the funds provided else-
where in this Act, $8,000,000 is appropriated only for in-
centive payments authorized by section 504 of the Indian
Finance Act of 1974 (25 U.S.C. 1544) to defense contractors
at any tier which make subcontract awards to subcontrac-
tors or suppliers owned by entities defined pursuant to 25
U.S.C. 1544 and 4221(9); and

(b) Section 8022 of the Department of Defense Appro-
priation Act (Public Law 106-259) is amended by striking
out the period and adding *: Provided further, That not-
withstanding 41 U.S.C. § 430, this section shall be applica-
ble to any acquisition for goods and services, including a
contract and subcontracts for procurement of commercial
ttems whenever the prime contract amount is over $500,000
and mvolves the expenditure of funds appropriated by this
or any other Act.”.

SEC. 8022. None of the funds appropriated by this Act
shall be available to perform any cost study pursuant to

the provisions of OMB Circular A-76 if the study being
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performed exceeds a period of 24 months after mitiation
of such study with respect to a single function activity or
48 months after initiation of such study for a multi-func-
tion activity.

SEC. 8023. Funds appropriated by this Act for the
American Forces Information Service shall not be used for
any national or international political or psychological ac-
tivities.

SEC. 8024. Notwithstanding any other provision of
law or regulation, the Secretary of Defense may adjust wage
rates for civilian employees hired for certain health care
occupations as authorized for the Secretary of Veterans Af-
Jfarrs by section 7455 of title 38, United States Code.

SEC. 8025. (a) Of the funds for the procurement of sup-
plies or services appropriated by this Act, qualified non-
profit agencies for the blind or other severely handicapped
shall be afforded the maximum practicable opportunity to
participate as subcontractors and suppliers in the perform-
ance of contracts let by the Department of Defense.

(b) During the current fiscal year, a business concern
which has negotiated with a military service or defense
agency a subcontracting plan for the participation by small
business concerns pursuant to section 8(d) of the Small
Business Act (15 U.S.C. 637(d)) shall be given credit to-

ward meeting that subcontracting goal for any purchases
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made from qualified nonprofit agencies for the blind or
other severely handicapped.

(¢) For the purpose of this section, the phrase “quali-
fied nonprofit agency for the blind or other severely handi-
capped” means a nonprofit agency for the blind or other
severely handicapped that has been approved by the Com-
mittee for the Purchase from the Blind and Other Severely
Handicapped under the Javits-Wagner-O’Day  Act (41
US.C. 46-48).

SEC. 8026. During the current fiscal year, net receipts
pursuant to collections from third party payers pursuant
to section 1095 of title 10, United States Code, shall be
made avarlable to the local facility of the uniformed services
responsible for the collections and shall be over and above
the facility’s direct budget amount.

SEC. 8027. During the current fiscal year, the Depart-
ment of Defense 1s authorized to incur obligations of not
to exceed $350,000,000 for purposes specified in section
2350j(c) of title 10, United States Code, in anticipation of
receipt of contributions, only from the Government of Ku-
wait, under that section: Provided, That upon receipt, such
contributions from the Government of Kuwart shall be cred-
ited to the appropriations or fund which incurred such obli-

gations.
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SEC. 8028. Of the funds made available in this Act,
not less than $21,188,000 shall be available for the Civil
Awr Patrol Corporation, of which $19,688,000 shall be
avarlable for Cunl Avr Patrol Corporation operation and
maintenance to support readiness activities which includes
$1,500,000 for the Civil Air Patrol counterdrug program:
Provided, That funds identified for “Civil Awr Patrol”
under thas section are intended for and shall be for the ex-
clusive use of the Civil Air Patrol Corporation and not for
the Awr Force or any unit thereof.

SEC. 8029. (a) None of the funds appropriated in this
Act are available to establish a new Department of Defense
(department) federally funded research and development
center (FFRDC), either as a new entity, or as a separate
entity administrated by an organization managing another
FFRDC, or as a nonprofit membership corporation con-
sisting of a consortium of other FFRDCs and other non-
profit entities.

(b) No member of a Board of Directors, Trustees, Over-
seers, Advisory Group, Special Issues Panel, Visiting Com-
mittee, or any similar entity of a defense FFRDC, and no
paid consultant to any defense FFRDC, except when acting
m a technical advisory capacity, may be compensated for
his or her services as a member of such entity, or as a paid

consultant by more than one FFRDC in a fiscal year: Pro-
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vided, That a member of any such entity referred to pre-
viously in this subsection shall be allowed travel expenses
and per diem as authorized under the Federal Joint Travel
Regulations, when engaged in the performance of member-
ship duties.

(¢) Notwithstanding any other provision of law, none
of the funds available to the department from any souwrce
during fiscal year 2003 may be used by a defense FFRDC,
through a fee or other payment mechanism, for construction
of mew buildings, for payment of cost sharing for projects
Sfunded by Government grants, for absorption of contract
overruns, or for certain charitable contributions, not to in-
clude employee participation in community service and/or
development.

(d) Notwithstanding any other provision of law, of the
Junds available to the department during fiscal year 2003,
not more than 6,300 staff years of technical effort (staff
years) may be funded for defense FFRDCs: Provided, That
of the specific amount referred to previously in this sub-
section, not more than 1,029 staff years may be funded for
the defense studies and analysis FFRDCs.

(e) The Secretary of Defense shall, with the submission
of the department’s fiscal year 2004 budget request, submait

a report presenting the specific amounts of staff years of
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technical effort to be allocated for each defense FFRDC' dur-

wng that fiscal year.

(f) Notwithstanding any other provision of this Act,
the total amount appropriated in this Act for FFRDCs is
hereby reduced by $91,600,000.

SEC. 8030. None of the funds appropriated or made
available in this Act shall be used to procure carbon, alloy
or armor steel plate for use in any Government-owned facil-
ity or property under the control of the Department of De-
fense which were not melted and rolled in the United States
or Canada: Provided, That these procurement restrictions
shall apply to any and all Federal Supply Class 9515,
American Society of Testing and Materials (ASTM) or
American Iron and Steel Institute (AISI) specifications of
carbon, alloy or armor steel plate: Provided further, That
the Secretary of the malitary department responsible for the
procurement may waive this restriction on a case-by-case
basis by certifying in writing to the Commattees on Appro-
priations of the House of Representatives and the Senate
that adequate domestic supplies are not available to meet
Department of Defense requirements on a timely basis and
that such an acquisition must be made in order to acquire
capability for national security purposes: Provided further,
That these restrictions shall not apply to contracts which

are 1n being as of the date of the enactment of this Act.
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SEC. 8031. For the purposes of this Act, the term “con-

gressional defense committees” means the Armed Services
Commattee of the House of Representatives, the Armed Serv-
rces Commattee of the Senate, the Subcommaittee on Defense
of the Committee on Appropriations of the Senate, and the
Subcommittee on Defense of the Committee on Appropria-
trons of the House of Representatives.

SEC. 8032. During the current fiscal year, the Depart-
ment of Defense may acquire the modification, depot main-
tenance and repair of avrcraft, vehicles and vessels as well
as the production of components and other Defense-related
articles, through competition between Department of De-
Jfense depot maintenance activities and private firms: Pro-
vided, That the Senior Acquisition Executive of the military
department or defense agency concerned, with power of dele-
gation, shall certify that successful bids include comparable
estimates of all direct and indirect costs for both public and
private bids: Provided further, That Office of Management
and Budget Circular A-76 shall not apply to competitions
conducted under this section.

SEC. 8033. (a)(1) If the Secretary of Defense, after con-
sultation with the United States Trade Representative, de-
termanes that a foreign country which s party to an agree-
ment described in paragraph (2) has violated the terms of

the agreement by discriminating against certain types of
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products produced in the United States that are covered by

the agreement, the Secretary of Defense shall rescind the
Secretary’s blanket waiver of the Buy American Act with
respect to such types of products produced in that foreign
country.

(2) An agreement referred to in paragraph (1) is any
reciprocal defense procurement memorandum of under-
standing, between the United States and a foreign country
pursuant to which the Secretary of Defense has prospec-
twely waived the Buy American Act for certain products
wn that country.

(b) The Secretary of Defense shall submit to the Con-
gress a report on the amount of Department of Defense pur-
chases from foreign entities in fiscal year 2003. Such report
shall separately indicate the dollar value of items for which
the Buy American Act was waived pursuant to any agree-
ment described in subsection (a)(2), the Trade Agreement
Act of 1979 (19 U.S.C. 2501 et seq.), or any international
agreement to which the United States is a party.

(¢) For purposes of this section, the term “Buy Amer-
wean Act” means title 111 of the Act entitled “An Act mak-
mg appropriations for the Treasury and Post Office De-
partments for the fiscal year ending June 30, 1934, and
Jor other purposes”, approved March 3, 1933 (41 U.S.C.

10a et seq.).
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SEC. 8034. Appropriations contained in this Act that

remain available at the end of the current fiscal year as
a result of energy cost savings realized by the Department
of Defense shall remain available for obligation for the next
fiscal year to the extent, and for the purposes, provided in
section 2865 of title 10, Unated States Code.

(INCLUDING TRANSFER OF FUNDS)

SEC. 8035. Amounts deposited during the current fis-
cal year to the special account established under 40 U.S.C.
485(h)(2) and to the special account established under 10
U.S.C. 2667(d)(1) are appropriated and shall be available
until transferred by the Secretary of Defense to current ap-
plicable appropriations or funds of the Department of De-
fense under the terms and conditions specified by 40 U.S.C.
485(h)(2)(A) and (B) and 10 U.S.C. 2667(d)(1)(B), to be
merged with and to be available for the same time period
and the same purposes as the appropriation to which trans-
ferred.

SEC. 8036. The President shall include with each budg-
et for a fiscal year submitted to the Congress under section
1105 of title 31, Unated States Code, materials that shall
wdentify clearly and separately the amounts requested in the
budget for appropriation for that fiscal year for salaries
and expenses related to administrative activities of the De-
partment of Defense, the military departments, and the de-

Jense agencies.
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SEC. 8037. Notwithstanding any other provision of
law, funds available for “Drug Interdiction and Counter-
Drug Activities, Defense” may be obligated for the Young
Marines program.

(INCLUDING TRANSFER OF FUNDS)

SEC. 8038. During the current fiscal year, amounts
contained in the Department of Defense Overseas Military
Facility Investment Recovery Account established by section
2921(c)(1) of the National Defense Authorization Act of
1991 (Public Law 101-510; 10 U.S.C. 2687 note) shall be
available until expended for the payments specified by sec-
tron 2921(c)(2) of that Act.

SEC. 8039. (a) IN GENERAL.—Notwithstanding any
other provision of law, the Secretary of the Avr Force may
convey at no cost to the Aiwr Force, without consideration,
to Indian tribes located in the States of North Dakota,
South Dakota, Montana, and Minnesota relocatable maili-
tary housing units located at Grand Forks Air Force Base
and Minot Air Force Base that are excess to the needs of
the Air Force.

(b) PROCESSING OF REQUESTS.—The Secretary of the
Air Force shall convey, at no cost to the Aivr Force, military
housing units under subsection (a) in accordance with the
request for such units that are submaitted to the Secretary

by the Operation Walking Shield Program on behalf of In-
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dian tribes located in the States of North Dakota, South

Dakota, Montana, and Minnesota.
(¢c) RESOLUTION OF HOUSING UNIT CONFLICTS.—The

Operation Walking Shield program shall resolve any con-

Jflicts among requests of Indian tribes for housing units

under subsection (a) before submitting requests to the Sec-
retary of the Air Force under subsection (b).

(d) INDIAN TRIBE DEFINED.—In this section, the term
“Indian tribe” means any recognized Indian tribe included
on the current list published by the Secretary of the Interior
under section 104 of the Federally Recognized Indian Tribe
Act of 1994 (Public Law 103-454; 108 Stat. 4792; 25
US.C. 479a—1).

SEC. 8040. During the current fiscal year, appropria-
tions which are available to the Department of Defense for
operation and maintenance may be used to purchase items
having an investment item unit cost of not more than
$100,000: Provided, That the $100,000 limitation shall not
apply to amounts appropriated in this Act under the head-
g “Operation and Maintenance, Defense-Wide” for ex-
penses related to certain classified activities.

SEC. 8041. (a) During the current fiscal year, none
of the appropriations or funds available to the Department
of Defense Working Capital Funds shall be used for the pur-

chase of an nvestment item for the purpose of acquiring
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a new wventory item for sale or anticipated sale during
the current fiscal year or a subsequent fiscal year to cus-
tomers of the Department of Defense Working Capital
Funds if such an vtem would not have been chargeable to
the Department of Defense Business Operations Fund dur-
g fiscal year 1994 and if the purchase of such an invest-
ment item would be chargeable during the current fiscal
year to appropriations made to the Department of Defense
Jor procurement.

(b) The fiscal year 2004 budget request for the Depart-
ment of Defense as well as all justification material and
other documentation supporting the fiscal year 2004 De-
partment of Defense budget shall be prepared and submatted
to the Congress on the basis that any equipment which was
classified as an end item and funded in a procurement ap-
propriation contained in this Act shall be budgeted for in
a proposed fiscal year 2004 procurement appropriation and
not in the supply management business area or any other

area or category of the Department of Defense Working

Capital Funds.
SEC. 8042. None of the funds appropriated by this Act
for programs of the Central Intelligence Agency shall re-

main available for obligation beyond the current fiscal year,
except for funds appropriated for the Reserve for Contin-

gencies, which shall remain available until September 30,
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2004: Provided, That funds appropriated, transferred, or
otherwise credited to the Central Intelligence Agency Cen-
tral Services Working Capital Fund during this or any
prior or subsequent fiscal year shall remain available until
expended: Provided further, That any funds appropriated
or transferred to the Central Intelligence Agency for agent
operations and for covert action programs authorized by the
President under section 503 of the National Security Act
of 1947, as amended, shall remain available until Sep-
tember 30, 2004.

SEC. 8043. Notwithstanding any other provision of
law, funds made available in this Act for the Defense Intel-
ligence Agency may be used for the design, development, and
deployment of General Defense Intelligence Program intel-
ligence communications and intelligence information sys-
tems for the Services, the Unified and Specified Commands,
and the component commands.

SEC. 8044. Of the funds appropriated to the Depart-
ment of Defense under the heading “Operation and Mainte-
nance, Defense-Wide”, not less than $10,000,000 shall be
made available only for the mitigation of environmental
mmpacts, including training and technical assistance to

tribes, related administrative support, the gathering of in-

24 formation, documenting of environmental damage, and de-

25

veloping a system for prioritization of mitigation and cost
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to complete estimates for mitigation, on Indian lands re-
sulting from Department of Defense activities.

SEC. 8045. Of the funds made available in this Act,
not less than $68,900,000 shall be available to maintain
an attrition reserve force of 18 B-52 awrcraft, of which
$3,700,000 shall be available from “Military Personnel, Air
Force”, $40,000,000 shall be available from “Operation and
Maintenance, Air Force”, and $25,200,000 shall be avail-
able from “Awrcraft Procurement, Aivr Force”: Provided,

That the Secretary of the Avr Force shall maintain a total

Jorce of 94 B-52 aircraft, including 18 attrition reserve air-

craft, during fiscal year 2003: Provided further, That the
Secretary of Defense shall include in the Air Force budget
request for fiscal year 2004 amounts sufficient to maintain
a B=52 force totaling 94 aircraft.

SEC. 8046. (a) None of the funds appropriated in this
Act may be expended by an entity of the Department of
Defense unless the entity, in expending the funds, complies
with the Buy American Act. For purposes of this subsection,
the term “Buy American Act” means title III of the Act
entitled “An Act making appropriations for the Treasury
and Post Office Departments for the fiscal year ending June
30, 1934, and for other purposes”, approved March 3, 1933
(41 U.S.C. 10a et seq.).
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(b) If the Secretary of Defense determines that a person

has been convicted of intentionally affixing a label bearing
a “Made in America” inscription to any product sold in
or shipped to the United States that is not made in Amer-
vca, the Secretary shall determine, in accordance with sec-
tion 2410f of title 10, United States Code, whether the per-
son should be debarred from contracting with the Depart-
ment of Defense.

(c) In the case of any equipment or products purchased
with appropriations provided under this Act, it is the sense
of the Congress that any entity of the Department of De-
Jfense, in expending the appropriation, purchase only Amer-
wcan-made equipment and products, provided that Amer-
wcan-made  equipment and products are cost-competitive,
quality-competitive, and available in a timely fashion.

SEC. 8047. None of the funds appropriated by this Act
shall be available for a contract for studies, analysis, or
consulting services entered into without competition on the
basis of an unsolicited proposal unless the head of the activ-
ity responsible for the procurement determines—

(1) as a result of thorough technical evaluation,
only one source 1s found fully qualified to perform the
proposed work;

(2) the purpose of the contract is to explore an

unsolicited proposal which offers significant scientific
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or technological promaise, represents the product of
original thinking, and was submaitted in confidence
by one source; or
(3) the purpose of the contract is to take advan-
tage of unique and significant industrial accomplish-
ment by a specific concern, or to insure that a new
product or idea of a specific concern 1s given finan-
cial support:
Provided, That this limitation shall not apply to contracts
m an amount of less than $25,000, contracts related to 1m-
provements of equipment that is in development or produc-
tion, or contracts as to which a ciwilian official of the De-
partment of Defense, who has been confirmed by the Senate,
determines that the award of such contract is in the interest
of the national defense.

SEC. 8048. (a) Except as provided in subsections (b)
and (c), none of the funds made available by this Act may
be used—

(1) to establish a field operating agency; or
(2) to pay the basic pay of a member of the

Armed Forces or civilian employee of the department

who s transferrved or reassigned from a headquarters

actwity if the member or employee’s place of duty re-

mains at the location of that headquarters.
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(b) The Secretary of Defense or Secretary of a military
department may waive the limitations in subsection (a),
on a case-by-case basis, if the Secretary determines, and cer-
tifies to the Commattees on Appropriations of the House of
Representatives and Senate that the granting of the waiver
will reduce the persommel requirements or the financial re-
quirements of the department.

(c) This section does not apply to field operating agen-
cies funded within the National Foreign Intelligence Pro-
gram.

SEC. 8049. Notwithstanding section 303 of Public Law
96—487 or any other provision of law, the Secretary of the
Navy 1s authorized to lease real and personal property at
Naval Avwr Facility, Adak, Alaska, pursuant to 10 U.S.C.
2667(f), for commercial, industrial or other purposes: Pro-
vided, That notwithstanding any other provision of law, the
Secretary of the Navy may remove hazardous materials
Sfrom facilities, buildings, and structures at Adak, Alaska,
and may demolish or otherwise dispose of such facilities,
buildings, and structures.

SEC. 8051. None of the funds available in this Act may

25 the purpose of applying any administratively tmposed ci-
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viltan personnel ceiling, freeze, or reduction on military (ci-
vilian) technicians, unless such reductions are a direct re-
sult of a reduction in military force structure.

SEC. 8052. None of the funds appropriated or other-
wise made available in this Act may be obligated or ex-
pended for assistance to the Democratic People’s Republic
of North Korea unless specifically appropriated for that
purpose.

SEC. 8053. During the current fiscal year, funds ap-
propriated in this Act are available to compensate members
of the National Guard for duty performed pursuant to a
plan submitted by a Governor of a State and approved by
the Secretary of Defense under section 112 of title 32,
Unated States Code: Provided, That during the performance
of such duty, the members of the National Guard shall be
under State command and control: Provided further, That
such duty shall be treated as full-time National Guard duty
Jor purposes of sections 12602(a)(2) and (b)(2) of title 10,
United States Code.

SEC. 8054. Funds appropriated in this Act for oper-
ation and maintenance of the Military Departments, Com-
batant Commands and Defense Agencies shall be available
Jor revmbursement of pay, allowances and other expenses
whach would otherwise be incurred against appropriations

for the National Guard and Reserve when members of the

Notwithstanding any other provision of
law, each contract awarded by the Department of Defense
during the current fiscal year for construction or service
performed wn whole or in part in a State (as defined in
section 381(d) of title 10, Unated States Code) which is not
contiguous with another State and has an unemployment
rate i excess of the national average rate of unemployment
as determined by the Secretary of Labor, shall include a

twe unliquidated or unexpended balance, an obligation or
an adjustment of an obligation may be charged to any cur-

7508, 8105, 8108, 8109, 8211, 8215, and 9404.
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SEC. 8079. Funds made available to the Civil Avr Pa-

trol in this Act under the heading “Drug Interdiction and
Counter-Drug Activities, Defense” may be used for the Civil
Air Patrol Corporation’s counterdrug program, including
its demand reduction program involving youth programs,
as well as operational and traiming drug reconnaissance
missions for Federal, State, and local government agencies;
and for equipment needed for mission support or perform-
ance: Provided, That the Department of the Air Force
should waive revmbursement from the Federal, State, and
local government agencies for the use of these funds.

(3)(A) Chapter 857 of title 10, United States Code, 1is
amended by adding at the end the following new section:
“§8755. Medal of honor: presentation of Medal of

Honor Flag

“The President shall provide for the presentation of the

Medal of Honor Flag designated under section 903 of title

36 to each person to whom a medal of honor is awarded
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under section 8741 of this title after the date of the enact-
ment of this section. Presentation of the flag shall be made
at the same time as the presentation of the medal under
section 8741 or 8752(a) of this title.”.

(B) The table of sections at the beginning of such chap-

ter is amended by adding at the end the following new item:

(4)(A) Chapter 13 of title 14, United States Code, 1is
amended by inserting after section 504 the following new
section:

“§505. Medal of honor: presentation of Medal of
Honor Flag

“The President shall provide for the presentation of the
Medal of Honor Flag designated under section 903 of title
36 to each person to whom a medal of honor is awarded
under section 491 of this title after the date of the enactment
of this section. Presentation of the flag shall be made at
the same time as the presentation of the medal under section
491 or 498 of this title.”.

(B) The table of sections at the beginning of such chap-
ter is amended by inserting after the item relating to section

504 the following new item:

“505. Medal of honor: presentation of Medal of Honor Flag.”.

(d) The President shall provide for the presentation of
the Medal of Honor Flag designated under section 903 of
title 36, Unated States Code, as added by subsection (D),
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to each person awarded the Medal of Honor before the date

of enactment of this Act who s living as of that date. Such
presentation shall be made as expeditiously as possible after
the date of the designation of the Medal of Honor Flag by
the Secretary of Defense under such section.

SEC. 8164. Section 1305 of the National Defense Au-
thorization Act for Fiscal Year 2000 (Public Law 106-65;
22 U.8.C. 5952 note) is amended—

(1) by wnserting “(a) LIMITATION.—" before “No
fiscal year”; and

(2) by adding at the end the following new sub-
section:

8166. (a) Funds appropriated by title II under
the heading “OPERATION AND MAINTENANCE, DEFENSE-
WiDE” may be used by the Military Community and Fam-
Wy Policy Office of the Department of Defense for the oper-
ation of multidisciplinary, impartial domestic violence fa-
tality review teams of the Department of Defense that oper-
ate on a confidential basis.

(b) Of the total amount appropriated by title IT under
the heading “OPERATION AND MAINTENANCE, DEFENSE-
WIDE”, $10,000,000 may be used for an advocate of victims
of domestic violence at each military installation to provide
confidential assistance to victims of domestic violence at the
wnstallation.

(c¢) In each of the years 2003 through 2007, the Sec-
retary of Defense shall submit to Congress an annual report
on the implementation of the recommendations included in
the reports submitted to the Secretary by the Defense Task

Force on Domestic Violence under section 591(e) of the Na-
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tional Defense Authorization Act for Fiscal Year 2000 (Pub-

lic Law 106—65; 113 Stat. 639; 10 U.S.C. 1562 note).

SEC. 8167. (a) LIMITATION ON NUMBER OF (GOVERN-
MENT CHARGE CARD ACCOUNTS DURING FISCAL YEAR
2003.—The total number of accounts for government pur-
chase charge cards and government travel charge cards for
Department of Defense personnel during fiscal year 2003
may not exceed 1,500,000 accounts.

(b) REQUIREMENT FOR CREDITWORTHINESS FOR
ISSUANCE OF GOVERNMENT CHARGE CARD.—(1) The Sec-
retary of Defense shall evaluate the creditworthiness of an
mdwidual before isswing the individual a government pur-
chase charge card or government travel charge card.

(2) An indiwidual may not be issued a government
purchase charge card or government travel charge card if
the indiwvidual s found not credit worthy as a result of the
evaluation under paragraph (1).

(¢) DISCIPLINARY ACTION FOR MISUSE OF (GOVERN-
MENT CHARGE CARD.—(1) The Secretary shall establish
guidelines and procedures for disciplinary actions to be
taken against Department personnel for improper, fraudu-
lent, or abuswe use of government purchase charge cards
and government travel charge cards.

(2) The guidelines and procedures under this sub-

section shall include appropriate disciplinary actions for
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use of charge cards for purposes, and at establishments, that
are inconsistent with the official business of the Department
or with applicable standards of conduct.

(3) The disciplinary actions under this subsection may
meclude—

(A) the review of the security clearance of the in-
divrdual 1mvolved; and

(B) the modification or revocation of such secu-
rity clearance i light of the review.

(4) The guidelines and procedures under this sub-
section shall apply uniformly among the Armed Forces and
among the elements of the Department.

(d) REPORT.—Not later than June 30, 2003, the Sec-
retary shall submit to the congressional defense committees
a report on the implementation of the requirements and
limatations in this section, including the guidelines and
procedures established under subsection (c).

SEC. 8168. Of the funds appropriated wn this Act
under the heading “OPERATIONS AND MAINTENANCE, AIR
ForcE”, up to $2,000,000 may be made available for the
Awrcraft Repair Enhancement Program for the KC-135 at
the Oklahoma City Air Logistics Center.

SEC. 8169. Of the amount appropriated by title IV

under the heading “RESEARCH, DEVELOPMENT, TEST AND
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EvALUATION, NAVY”, up to $1,000,000 may be available for
Trouble Reports Information Data Warehouse.

SEC. 8170. Of the total amount appropriated by title
Il under the heading “OPERATION AND MAINTENANCE,
NAVY”, for civilian manpower and personnel management,
up to $1,500,000 may be available for the Navy Pilot
Human Resources Call Center, Cutler, Maine.

SEc. 8171. Of the amount appropriated by title 1V
under the heading “RESEARCH, DEVELOPMENT, TEST AND
EvALUATION, DEFENSE-WIDE”, up to $2,170,000 may be
available for the Nanophotonic Systems Fabrication Facil-
ity.

SEc. 8172. Of the amount appropriated by title 1V
under the heading “RESEARCH, DEVELOPMENT, TEST AND
EVALUATION, DEFENSE-WIDE”, up to $5,000,000 may be
avarlable for small kill vehicle technology development (PE
0603175C) for midcourse phase ballistic missile defense.

SEC. 8173. Of the funds provided in this Act, under
the heading “OPERATION AND MAINTENANCE, DEFENSE-
WIDE”, the Department of Defense should spend the amount
requested for the Family Advocacy Program, with priority
m any ncrease of funding provided to bases that are expe-
riencing increases i domestic violence.

SEC. 8174. Of the amount appropriated by title 11

under the heading “OPERATION AND MAINTENANCE, NAVY”,
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up to $2,500,000 may be available for the disposal of mate-

rials from Reach A at Earle Naval Weapons Station, New
Jersey, to an appropriate inland site designated by the Sec-
retary of the Navy.

SEC. 8175. Not later than 60 days after enactment of
this Act, the Commander in Chief of the United States Eu-
ropean Command shall submit a plan to the congressional
defense commattees that provides for the refurbishment and
re-engining of the NATO AWACS aircraft fleet: Provided,
That this report reflect the significant contribution made
by the NATO AWACS fleet in response to the attacks on
the Unated States on September 11, 2001, and the invoca-
tion of Article V of the Novth Atlantic Treaty: Provided fur-
ther, That the plan shall describe any necessary memo-
randum agreement between the United States and NATO
Jor the refurbishment and re-engining of these aireraft.

SEc. 8176. Notwithstanding any provision of the De-
fense Base Closure and Realignment Act of 1990 (part A
of title XXIX of Public Law 101-510; 10 U.S.C. 2687 note)
or any other provision of law, the Secretary of the Navy
may transfer administrative jurisdiction of the portion of
the former Charleston Naval Base, South Carolina, com-
prising a law enforcement training facility of the Depart-
ment of Justice, together with any improvements thereon,

to the head of the department of the Federal Government
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having jurisdiction of the Border Patrol as of the date of

the transfer under this section.

SEc. 8177. Of the amount appropriated by title VI
under the heading “DEFENSE HEALTH PROGRAM”, up to
$2,000,000 may be available to the Uniformed Services
Unwversity of the Health Sciences Center (USUHS) for
Complementary and Alternative Medicine Research for
Military Operations and Healthcare (MIL—CAM).

SEC. 8178. Of the total amount appropriated by title
11 under the heading “OPERATION AND MAINTENANCE, DE-
FENSE-WIDE”, up to $30,000,000 may be appropriated for
the competitive acquisition of commercial vmagery, imagery
products, and services from Unated States commercial
sources of satellite-based remote sensing entities.

SEC. 8179. (a) Of the total amount appropriated by
title IV under the heading “RESEARCH, DEVELOPMENT,
TEST AND EVALUATION, DEFENSE-WIDE”, up to $5,000,000
may be available for the development of an organic vaccine
production capability to protect members of the Armed
Forces against the effect of use of biological warfare agents.

TITLE INX—COMMERCIAL REUSABLE IN-SPACE
TRANSPORTATION
SEC. 901. SHORT TITLE.
This title may be cited as the “Commercial Reusable

In-Space Transportation Act of 20027
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SEC. 902. FINDINGS.

Congress makes the following findings:
(1) It 1s in the national interest to encourage the

production of cost-effective, in-space transportation

5 systems, which would be built and operated by the
6 private sector on a commercial basis.

7 (2) The use of reusable in-space transportation
8 systems will enhance performance levels of in-space

operations, enhance efficient and safe disposal of sat-

10 ellites at the end of their useful lives, and increase the
11 capability and reliability of existing ground-to-space
12 launch vehicles.

13 (3) Commercial reusable in-space transportation
14 systems will enhance the economic well-being and na-
15 tional security of the United States by reducing space
16 operations costs for commercial and national space
17 programs and by adding new space capabilities to
18 space operations.

19 (4) Commercial reusable in-space transportation
20 systems will provide new cost-effective space capabili-
21 ties (including orbital transfers from low altitude or-
22 bits to high altitude orbits and return, the correction
23 of erroneous satellite orbits, and the recovery, refur-
24 bishment, and refueling of satellites) and the provi-
25 ston of upper stage functions to increase ground-to-
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orbit launch vehicle payloads to geostationary and
other high energy orbits.

(5) Commercial reusable in-space transportation
systems can enhance and enable the space exploration
of the United States by providing lower cost trajec-
tory injection from earth orbit, transit trajectory con-
trol, and planet arriwval deceleration to support poten-
tial National Aeronautics and Space Admainistration
masstons to Mars, Pluto, and other planets.

(6) Satellites stranded in erroneous earth orbit
due to deficiencies in their launch represent substan-
tial economic loss to the United States and present
substantial concerns for the current backlog of na-
tional space assets.

(7) Commercial reusable in-space transportation
systems can provide new options for alternative plan-
ning approaches and risk management to enhance the
missiton assurance of national space assets.

(8) Commercial reusable in-space transportation
systems developed by the private sector can provide
m-space transportation services to the National Aero-
nautics and Space Administration, the Department of
Defense, the National Reconnaissance Office, and
other agencies without the need for the United States

to bear the cost of production of such systems.
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(9) The avarlability of loan guarantees, with the
cost of credit risk to the Unated States paid by the
private-sector, s an effective means by which the
Unated States can help qualifiying private-sector com-
panies secure otherwise unattainable private financ-
g for the production of commercial reusable in-
space transportation systems, while at the same time
minimizing  Government commitment and involve-
ment in the development of such systems.

SEC. 903. LOAN GUARANTEES FOR PRODUCTION OF COM-
MERCIAL REUSABLE IN-SPACE TRANSPOR-
TATION.

(a) AUTHORITY TO MAKE LOAN GUARANTEES.—The
Secretary may guarantee loans made to eligible Unaited
States commercial providers for purposes of producing com-
mercial reusable in-space transportation services or Sys-
tems.

(b) ELIGIBLE UNITED STATES COMMERCIAL PRO-
VIDERS.—The Secretary shall prescribe requirements for the
eligibility of Unated States commercial providers for loan
guarantees under this section. Such requirements shall en-
sure that eligible providers are financially capable of under-
taking a loan guaranteed under this section.

(¢) LIMITATION ON LOANS GUARANTEED.—The Sec-

retary may not guarantee a loan for a United States com-
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mercial provider under this section unless the Secretary de-
termines that credit would not otherwise be reasonably
available at the time of the guarantee for the commercial
reusable in-space transportation service or system to be pro-

duced utilizing the proceeds of the loan.

(d) CREDIT SUBSIDY.—

(1) COLLECTION REQUIRED.—The Secretary
shall collect from each United States commercial pro-
vider receiving a loan guarantee under this section an
amount equal to the amount, as determined by the
Secretary, to cover the cost, as defined in section
502(5) of the Federal Credit Reform Act of 1990, of
the loan guarantee.

(2) PERIODIC DISBURSEMENTS.—In the case of a
loan guarantee in which proceeds of the loan are dis-
bursed over time, the Secretary shall collect the
amount required under this subsection on a pro rata
basis, as determined by the Secretary, at the time of
each disbursement.

(¢) OTHER TERMS AND CONDITIONS.—

(1) PROHIBITION ON SUBORDINATION.—A loan
guaranteed under this section may not be subordi-
nated to another debt contracted by the United States
commercial provider concerned, or to any other

clavms against such provider.
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(2) RESTRICTION ON INCOME.—A loan guaran-
teed under this section may not—

(A) provide income which 1s excluded from
gross income for purposes of chapter 1 of the In-
ternal Revenue Code of 1986; or

(B) provide significant collateral or secu-
rity, as determined by the Secretary, for other
obligations the income from which is so excluded.
(3) TREATMENT OF GUARANTEE.—The guarantee

of a loan under this section shall be conclusive evi-
dence of the following:

(A) That the guarantee has been properly
obtained.

(B) That the loan qualifies for the guar-
antee.

(C) That, but for fraud or material mais-
representation by the holder of the loan, the
guarantee 1s valid, legal, and enforceable.

(4) OTHER TERMS AND CONDITIONS.—The Sec-
retary may establish any other terms and conditions
Jor a guarantee of a loan under this section, as the
Secretary considers appropriate to protect the finan-
cial interests of the United States.

(f) ENFORCEMENT OF RIGHTS.—
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(1) IN GENERAL.—The Attorney General may
take any action the Attorney General considers ap-
propriate to enforce any right accruing to the United
States under a loan guarantee under this section.

(2) FORBEARANCE.—The Attorney General may,
with the approval of the parties concerned, forebear
Jrom enforcing any right of the United States under
a loan guaranteed under this section for the benefit
of a United States commercial provider if such for-
bearance will not result in any cost, as defined i sec-
tion 502(5) of the Federal Credit Reform Act of 1990,
to the United States.

(3)  UTILIZATION OF PROPERTY.—Notwith-
standing any other provision of law and subject to the
terms of a loan guaranteed under this section, upon
the default of a United States commercial provider
under the loan, the Secretary may, at the election of
the Secretary—

(A) assume control of the physical asset fi-
nanced by the loan; and

(B) complete, recondition, reconstruct, ren-
ovate, repair, maintain, operate, or sell the phys-
veal asset.

(9) CREDIT INSTRUMENTS.—
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(1) AUTHORITY TO ISSUE INSTRUMENTS.—Not-
withstanding any other provision of law, the Sec-
retary may, subject to such terms and conditions as
the Secretary considers appropriate, issue credit in-
struments to Unated States commercial providers of
m-space transportation services or system, with the
aggregate cost (as determined under the provisions of
the Federal Credit Reform Act of 1990 (2 U.S.C. 661
et seq.)) of such anstruments mnot to exceed
$1,500,000,000, but only to the extent that new budget
authority to cover such costs is provided in subsequent
appropriations Acts or authority is otherwise pro-
vided in subsequent appropriations Acts.

(2) CREDIT SUBSIDY.—The Secretary shall pro-
vide a credit subsidy for any credit instrument issued
under this subsection in accordance with the provi-
sions of the Federal Credit Reform Act of 1990.

(3) CONSTRUCTION.—The eligibility of a Unaited
States commercial provider of in-space transportation
services or systems for a credit instrument under this
subsection s in addition to any eligibility of such
provider for a loan guarantee under other provisions

of thas section.

24 SEC. 904. DEFINITIONS.

In thas title:
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(1) SECRETARY.—The term “Secretary” means
the Secretary of Defense.

(2) COMMERCIAL PROVIDER.—The term “com-
mercial provider” means any person or entity pro-
viding commercial reusable in-orbit space transpor-
tation services or systems, primary control of which
s held by persons other than the Federal Government,
a State or local government, or a foreign government.

(3) IN-SPACE TRANSPORTATION SERVICES.—The
term “in-space transportation services” means oper-
ations and activities involved wn the direct transpor-
tation or attempted transportation of a payload or
object from one orbit to another by means of an in-
space transportation vehicle.

(4) IN-SPACE TRANSPORTATION SYSTEM.—The
term  “im-space transportation system’ means the
space and ground elements, including in-space trans-
portation wvehicles and support space systems, and
ground administration and control facilities and as-
sociated equipment, necessary for the provision of in-
space transportation services.

(5) IN-SPACE TRANSPORTATION VEHICLE.—The
term “in-space transportation vehicle” means a vehi-
cle designed—

(A) to be based and operated in space;
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(B) to transport various payloads or objects
Jrom one orbit to another orbit; and
(C) to be reusable and refueled in space.
(6) UNITED STATES COMMERCIAL PROVIDER.—
The term “Unated States commercial provider” means
any commercial provider organized under the laws of
the Unated States that s more than 50 percent owned
by Unaited States nationals.
This Act may be cited as the “Department of Defense
Appropriations Act, 2003”.
