(a) IN GENERAL.—The Secretary of the Army is au-5

thorized to place in Arlington National Cemetery a memo-6

rial marker honoring veterans who fought in the battle in7

the European theater of operations during World War II8

known as the Battle of the Bulge.9

(b) APPROVAL OF DESIGN AND SITE.—The Secretary10

of the Army shall have exclusive authority to approve an11

appropriate design and site within Arlington National12

Cemetery for the memorial authorized under subsection13
