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SEC. 2. PURPOSES; RESTATEMENT DOES NOT CHANGE 1

MEANING OR EFFECT OF EXISTING LAW. 2

(a) PURPOSES.—The purposes of this Act are— 3

(1) to make revisions in title 5, United States 4

Code, as necessary to keep the title current; and 5

(2) to make technical amendments to improve 6

the United States Code. 7

(b) RESTATEMENT DOES NOT CHANGE MEANING OR 8

EFFECT OF EXISTING LAW.— 9

(1) IN GENERAL.—The restatement of existing 10

law enacted by this Act does not change the mean-11

ing or effect of the existing law. The restatement in-12

corporates in title 5, United States Code, various 13

provisions that were enacted separately over a period 14

of years, reorganizing them, conforming style and 15

terminology, modernizing obsolete language, and cor-16

recting drafting errors. These changes serve to re-17

move ambiguities, contradictions, and other imper-18

fections, but they do not change the meaning or ef-19

fect of the existing law or impair the precedential 20

value of earlier judicial decisions or other interpreta-21

tions. 22

(2) RULE OF CONSTRUCTION.— 23

(A) IN GENERAL.—Notwithstanding the 24

plain meaning rule or other rules of statutory 25

construction, a change in wording made in the 26
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restatement of existing law enacted by this Act 1

serves to clarify the existing law as indicated in 2

paragraph (1), but not to change the meaning 3

or effect of the existing law. 4

(B) REVISION NOTES.—Subparagraph (A) 5

applies whether or not a change in wording is 6

explained by a revision note appearing in a con-7

gressional report accompanying this Act. If 8

such a revision note does appear, a court shall 9

consider the revision note in interpreting the 10

change. 11

SEC. 3. REVISION OF TITLE 5, UNITED STATES CODE. 12

(a) ENACTMENT OF CHAPTER 10.—Part I of title 5, 13

United States Code, is amended by inserting after chapter 14

9 the following: 15

‘‘CHAPTER 10—FEDERAL ADVISORY 16

‘‘Sec. 

‘‘1001. Definitions. 

‘‘1002. Findings and declarations. 

‘‘1003. Applicability.

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‘‘§ 1001. Definitions 1

‘‘In this chapter: 2

‘‘(1) ADMINISTRATOR.—The term ‘Adminis-3

trator’ means the Administrator of General Services. 4

‘‘(2) ADVISORY COMMITTEE.— 5

‘‘(A) IN GENERAL.—The term ‘advisory 6

committee’ means a committee, board, commis-7

sion, council, conference, panel, task force, or 8

other similar group, or any subcommittee or 9

other subgroup thereof (hereafter in this para-10

graph referred to as ‘committee’) that is estab-11

lished or utilized to obtain advice or rec-12

ommendations for the President or one or more 13

agencies or officers of the Federal Government 14

and that is— 15

‘‘(i) established by statute or reorga-16

nization plan; 17

‘‘(ii) established or utilized by the 18

President; or 19

‘‘(iii) established or utilized by one or 20

more agencies. 21

‘‘(B) EXCLUSIONS.—The term ‘advisory 22

committee’ excludes— 23

‘‘(i) a committee that is composed 24

wholly of full-time, or permanent part- 25
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time, officers or employees of the Federal 1

Government; and 2

‘‘(ii) a committee that is created by 3

the National Academy of Sciences or the 4

National Academy of Public Administra-5

tion. 6

‘‘(3) AGENCY.—The term ‘agency’ has the 7

meaning given the term in section 551 of this title. 8

‘‘(4) PRESIDENTIAL ADVISORY COMMITTEE.— 9

The term ‘Presidential advisory committee’ means 10

an advisory committee that advises the President. 11

‘‘§ 1002. Findings and declarations 12

‘‘(a) FINDINGS.—Congress finds that there are nu-13

merous committees, boards, commissions, councils, and 14

similar groups which have been established to advise offi-15

cers and agencies in the executive branch of the Federal 16

Government and that they are frequently a useful and 17

beneficial means of furnishing expert advice, ideas, and 18

diverse opinions to the Federal Government. 19

‘‘(b) FINDINGS AND DECLARATIONS.—Congress fur-20

ther finds and declares that— 21

‘‘(1) the need for many existing advisory com-22

mittees has not been adequately reviewed; 23

‘‘(2) new advisory committees should be estab-24

lished only when they are determined to be essential 25
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and their number should be kept to the minimum 1

necessary; 2

‘‘(3) advisory committees should be terminated 3

when they are no longer carrying out the purposes 4

for which they were established; 5

‘‘(4) standards and uniform procedures should 6

govern the establishment, operation, administration, 7

and duration of advisory committees; 8

‘‘(5) Congress and the public should be kept in-9

formed with respect to the number, purpose, mem-10

bership, activities, and cost of advisory committees; 11

and 12

‘‘(6) the function of advisory committees should 13

be advisory only, and all matters under their consid-14

eration should be determined, in accordance with 15

law, by the official, agency, or officer involved. 16

‘‘§ 1003. Applicability 17

‘‘(a) IN GENERAL.—This chapter, and any rule, 18

order, or regulation promulgated under this chapter, shall 19

apply to each advisory committee except to the extent that 20

the Act establishing the advisory committee specifically 21

provides otherwise. 22

‘‘(b) EXEMPTIONS RELATING TO CERTAIN FEDERAL 23

ENTITIES.—Nothing in this chapter shall be construed to 24
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apply to an advisory committee established or utilized 1

by— 2

‘‘(1) the Central Intelligence Agency; 3

‘‘(2) the Federal Reserve System; or 4

‘‘(3) the Office of the Director of National In-5

telligence, if the Director of National Intelligence de-6

termines that for reasons of national security the ad-7

visory committee cannot comply with the require-8

ments of this chapter. 9

‘‘(c) EXEMPTIONS RELATING TO CERTAIN LOCAL 10

AND STATE ENTITIES.—Nothing in this chapter shall be 11

construed to apply to any local civic group whose primary 12

function is that of rendering a public service with respect 13

to a Federal program, or any State or local committee, 14

council, board, commission, or similar group established 15

to advise or make recommendations to State or local offi-16

cials or agencies. 17

‘‘§ 1004. Responsibilities of congressional committees 18

‘‘(a) REVIEW OF ACTIVITIES.—In the exercise of its 19

legislative review function, each standing committee of the 20

Senate and the House of Representatives shall make a 21

continuing review of the activities of each advisory com-22

mittee under its jurisdiction to determine whether such 23

advisory committee should be abolished or merged with 24

any other advisory committee, whether the responsibilities 25
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of such advisory committee should be revised, and whether 1

such advisory committee performs a necessary function 2

not already being performed. Each such standing com-3

mittee shall take appropriate action to obtain the enact-4

ment of legislation necessary to carry out the purpose of 5

this subsection. 6

‘‘(b) CONSIDERATION OF LEGISLATION.—In consid-7

ering legislation establishing, or authorizing the establish-8

ment of any advisory committee, each standing committee 9

of the Senate and of the House of Representatives shall 10

determine, and report such determination to the Senate 11

or to the House of Representatives, as the case may be, 12

whether the functions of the proposed advisory committee 13

are being or could be performed by one or more agencies 14

or by an advisory committee already in existence, or by 15

enlarging the mandate of an existing advisory committee. 16

Any such legislation shall— 17

‘‘(1) contain a clearly defined purpose for the 18

advisory committee; 19

‘‘(2) require the membership of the advisory 20

committee to be fairly balanced in terms of the 21

points of view represented and the functions to be 22

performed by the advisory committee; 23

‘‘(3) contain appropriate provisions to assure 24

that the advice and recommendations of the advisory 25
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committee will not be inappropriately influenced by 1

the appointing authority or by any special interest, 2

but will instead be the result of the advisory commit-3

tee’s independent judgment; 4

‘‘(4) contain provisions dealing with authoriza-5

tion of appropriations, the date for submission of re-6

ports (if any), the duration of the advisory com-7

mittee, and the publication of reports and other ma-8

terials, to the extent that the standing committee de-9

termines the provisions of section 1009 of this chap-10

ter to be inadequate; and 11

‘‘(5) contain provisions which will assure that 12

the advisory committee will have adequate staff (ei-13

ther supplied by an agency or employed by it), will 14

be provided adequate quarters, and will have funds 15

available to meet its other necessary expenses. 16

‘‘(c) ADHERENCE TO GUIDELINES.—To the extent 17

they are applicable, the guidelines set out in subsection 18

(b) shall be followed by the President, agency heads, or 19

other Federal officials in creating an advisory committee. 20

‘‘§ 1005. Responsibilities of the President 21

‘‘(a) DELEGATION.—The President may delegate re-22

sponsibility for evaluating and taking action, where appro-23

priate, with respect to all public recommendations made 24

to the President by Presidential advisory committees. 25
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‘‘(b) REPORT ON RESPONSE TO RECOMMENDA-1

TIONS.—Within 1 year after a Presidential advisory com-2

mittee submits a public report to the President, the Presi-3

dent or the President’s delegate shall submit to Congress 4

a report stating either proposals for action or reasons for 5

inaction, with respect to the recommendations contained 6

in the public report. 7

‘‘§ 1006. Responsibilities of the Administrator 8

‘‘(a) COMMITTEE MANAGEMENT SECRETARIAT.— 9

The Administrator shall establish and maintain within the 10

General Services Administration a Committee Manage-11

ment Secretariat, which shall be responsible for all mat-12

ters relating to advisory committees. 13

‘‘(b) ANNUAL REVIEWS.— 14

‘‘(1) IN GENERAL.—Each year, the Adminis-15

trator shall conduct a comprehensive review of the 16

activities and responsibilities of each advisory com-17

mittee to determine— 18

‘‘(A) whether the committee is carrying out 19

its purpose; 20

‘‘(B) whether, consistent with the provi-21

sions of applicable statutes, the responsibilities 22

assigned to the committee should be revised; 23

‘‘(C) whether the committee should be 24

merged with other advisory committees; or 25
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‘‘(D) whether the committee should be 1

abolished. 2

‘‘(2) OBTAINING INFORMATION.—The Adminis-3

trator may from time to time request such informa-4

tion as the Administrator deems necessary to carry 5

out functions under this subsection. Agency heads 6

shall cooperate with the Administrator in making 7

the reviews required by this subsection. 8

‘‘(3) RECOMMENDATIONS.—Upon completion of 9

the review, the Administrator shall make rec-10

ommendations to the President and to either the 11

agency head or Congress with respect to action the 12

Administrator believes should be taken. 13

‘‘(c) ADMINISTRATIVE GUIDELINES AND MANAGE-14

MENT CONTROLS.—The Administrator shall prescribe ad-15

ministrative guidelines and management controls applica-16

ble to advisory committees, and, to the maximum extent 17

feasible, provide advice, assistance, and guidance to advi-18

sory committees to improve their performance. In carrying 19

out functions under this subsection, the Administrator 20

shall consider the recommendations of each agency head 21

with respect to means of improving the performance of 22

advisory committees whose duties are related to the agen-23

cy. 24

‘‘(d) GUIDELINES FOR UNIFORM FAIR PAY RATES.— 25
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‘‘(1) IN GENERAL.—The Administrator, after 1

study and consultation with the Director of the Of-2

fice of Personnel Management, shall establish guide-3

lines with respect to uniform fair rates of pay for 4

comparable services of members, staffs, and consult-5

ants of advisory committees in a manner that gives 6

appropriate recognition to the responsibilities and 7

qualifications required and other relevant factors. 8

The guidelines shall provide that— 9

‘‘(A) a member of an advisory committee 10

or of the staff of an advisory committee shall 11

not receive compensation at a rate in excess of 12

the maximum rate payable under section 5376 13

of this title; 14

‘‘(B) members of advisory committees, 15

while engaged in the performance of their du-16

ties away from their homes or regular places of 17

business, may be allowed travel expenses, in-18

cluding per diem in lieu of subsistence, as au-19

thorized by section 5703 of this title for persons 20

employed intermittently in the Government 21

service; and 22

‘‘(C) members of advisory committees may 23

be provided services pursuant to section 3102 of 24

‘‘(i) are blind or deaf or otherwise 3

qualify as individuals with disabilities 4

(within the meaning of section 501 of the 5

Rehabilitation Act of 1973 (29 U.S.C. 6

791)); and 7

‘‘(ii) do not otherwise qualify for as-8

sistance under section 3102 of this title by 9

reason of being an employee of an agency 10

(within the meaning of section 3102(a)(1) 11

of this title). 12

‘‘(2) PAY FOR FULL-TIME EMPLOYEES.—Noth-13

ing in this subsection shall prevent an individual 14

from receiving compensation at the rate at which the 15

individual would otherwise be compensated (or was 16

compensated) as a full-time employee of the United 17

States if the individual— 18

‘‘(A) is a full-time employee of the United 19

States without regard to service with an advi-20

sory committee; or 21

‘‘(B) was a full-time employee of the 22

United States immediately before service with 23

an advisory committee. 24
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‘‘(e) BUDGET RECOMMENDATIONS.—The Adminis-1

trator shall include in budget recommendations a sum-2

mary of the amounts the Administrator considers nec-3

essary for the expenses of advisory committees, including 4

the expenses for publication of reports where appropriate. 5

‘‘§ 1007. Responsibilities of agency heads 6

‘‘(a) ADMINISTRATIVE GUIDELINES AND MANAGE-7

MENT CONTROLS.—Each agency head shall establish uni-8

form administrative guidelines and management controls 9

for advisory committees established by that agency, which 10

shall be consistent with directives of the Administrator 11

under sections 1006 and 1009 of this title. Each agency 12

shall maintain systematic information on the nature, func-13

tions, and operations of each advisory committee within 14

its jurisdiction. 15

‘‘(b) ADVISORY COMMITTEE MANAGEMENT OFFI-16

CER.—The head of each agency that has an advisory com-17

mittee shall designate an Advisory Committee Manage-18

ment Officer who shall— 19

‘‘(1) exercise control and supervision over the 20

establishment, procedures, and accomplishments of 21

advisory committees established by the agency; 22

‘‘(2) assemble and maintain the reports, 23

records, and other papers of any advisory committee 24
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established by the agency during the advisory com-1

mittee’s existence; and 2

‘‘(3) carry out, on behalf of the agency, the pro-3

visions of section 552 of this title with respect to 4

such reports, records, and other papers. 5

‘‘§ 1008. Establishment and purpose of advisory com-6

mittees 7

‘‘(a) ESTABLISHMENT.—An advisory committee shall 8

not be established unless establishment is— 9

‘‘(1) specifically authorized by statute or by the 10

President; or 11

‘‘(2) determined as a matter of formal record, 12

by the head of the agency involved after consultation 13

with the Administrator, with timely notice published 14

in the Federal Register, to be in the public interest 15

in connection with the performance of duties im-16

posed on that agency by law. 17

‘‘(b) PURPOSE OF ADVISORY COMMITTEES.—Unless 18

otherwise specifically provided by statute or Presidential 19

directive, advisory committees shall be utilized solely for 20

advisory functions. Determinations of action to be taken 21

and policy to be expressed with respect to matters upon 22

which an advisory committee reports or makes rec-23

ommendations shall be made solely by the President or 24

an officer of the Federal Government. 25
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‘‘(c) ADVISORY COMMITTEE CHARTERS.— 1

‘‘(1) GENERAL REQUIREMENT.—An advisory 2

committee shall not meet or take any action until an 3

advisory committee charter has been filed— 4

‘‘(A) with the Administrator in the case of 5

Presidential advisory committees; or 6

‘‘(B) with— 7

‘‘(i) the head of the agency to whom 8

the advisory committee reports; and 9

‘‘(ii) the standing committees of the 10

Senate and House of Representatives hav-11

ing legislative jurisdiction over the agency 12

to which the advisory committee reports. 13

‘‘(2) CONTENTS OF CHARTER.—The advisory 14

committee charter shall contain— 15

‘‘(A) the committee’s official designation; 16

‘‘(B) the committee’s objectives and the 17

scope of its activity; 18

‘‘(C) the period of time necessary for the 19

committee to carry out its purposes; 20

‘‘(D) the agency or official to whom the 21

committee reports; 22

‘‘(E) the agency responsible for providing 23

the necessary support for the committee; 24
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‘‘(F) a description of the duties for which 1

the committee is responsible, and, if the duties 2

are not solely advisory, a specification of the 3

authority for the duties; 4

‘‘(G) the estimated annual operating costs 5

for the committee in dollars and person-years; 6

‘‘(H) the estimated number and frequency 7

of committee meetings; 8

‘‘(I) the committee’s termination date, if 9

less than 2 years from the date of the commit-10

tee’s establishment; and 11

‘‘(J) the date the charter is filed. 12

‘‘(3) COPY OF CHARTER TO LIBRARY OF CON-13

GRESS.—A copy of the advisory committee charter 14

shall be furnished to the Library of Congress. 15

‘‘§ 1009. Advisory committee procedures 16

‘‘(a) COMMITTEE MEETINGS.— 17

‘‘(1) OPEN TO PUBLIC.—Each advisory com-18

mittee meeting shall be open to the public. 19

‘‘(2) NOTICE OF MEETINGS.—Except when the 20

President determines otherwise for reasons of na-21

tional security, timely notice of each meeting shall be 22

published in the Federal Register, and the Adminis-23

trator shall prescribe regulations to provide for other 24
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types of public notice to insure that all interested 1

persons are notified of each meeting in advance. 2

‘‘(3) PARTICIPATION.—Interested persons shall 3

be permitted to attend, appear before, or file state-4

ments with any advisory committee, subject to such 5

reasonable rules or regulations as the Administrator 6

may prescribe. 7

‘‘(b) PUBLIC INSPECTION AND COPYING OF 8

RECORDS.—Subject to section 552 of this title, the 9

records, reports, transcripts, minutes, appendixes, working 10

papers, drafts, studies, agenda, or other documents which 11

were made available to or prepared for or by each advisory 12

committee shall be available for public inspection and 13

copying at a single location in the offices of the advisory 14

committee or the agency to which the advisory committee 15

reports until the advisory committee ceases to exist. 16

‘‘(c) MINUTES.—Detailed minutes of each meeting of 17

each advisory committee shall be kept and shall contain 18

a record of the persons present, a complete and accurate 19

description of matters discussed and conclusions reached, 20

and copies of all reports received, issued, or approved by 21

the advisory committee. The accuracy of all minutes shall 22

be certified by the chairman of the advisory committee. 23

‘‘(d) CLOSED SESSIONS.—Paragraphs (1) and (3) of 24

subsection (a) shall not apply to any portion of an advisory 25
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committee meeting for which the President, or the head 1

of the agency to which the advisory committee reports, de-2

termines that such portion of the meeting may be closed 3

to the public in accordance with section 552b(c) of this 4

title. Any such determination shall be in writing and shall 5

contain the reasons for the determination. If such a deter-6

mination is made, the advisory committee shall issue a re-7

port, at least annually, setting forth a summary of its ac-8

tivities and such related matters as would be informative 9

to the public consistent with the policy of section 552(b) 10

of this title. 11

‘‘(e) DESIGNATED OFFICER OR EMPLOYEE OF FED-12

ERAL GOVERNMENT.—There shall be designated an offi-13

cer or employee of the Federal Government to chair or 14

attend each meeting of each advisory committee. The offi-15

cer or employee so designated is authorized, whenever the 16

officer or employee determines it to be in the public inter-17

est, to adjourn any such meeting. An advisory committee 18

shall not conduct any meeting in the absence of that des-19

ignated officer or employee of the Federal Government. 20

‘‘(f) CALL FOR MEETING OR ADVANCE APPROVAL.— 21

Advisory committees shall not hold any meetings except 22

at the call of, or with the advance approval of, a des-23

ignated officer or employee of the Federal Government, 24

and in the case of advisory committees (other than Presi-25
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dential advisory committees), with an agenda approved by 1

such officer or employee. 2

‘‘§ 1010. Availability of transcripts 3

‘‘(a) DEFINITION OF AGENCY PROCEEDING.—In this 4

section, the term ‘agency proceeding’ has the meaning 5

given the term in section 551 of this title. 6

‘‘(b) AVAILABILITY.—Agencies and advisory commit-7

tees shall make available to any person, at actual cost of 8

duplication, copies of transcripts of any agency proceeding 9

or advisory committee meeting. 10

‘‘§ 1011. Fiscal and administrative provisions 11

‘‘(a) RECORDS.—Each agency shall keep records that 12

fully disclose the disposition of any funds which may be 13

at the disposal of its advisory committees and the nature 14

and extent of their activities. The General Services Admin-15

istration, or such other agency as the President may des-16

ignate, shall maintain financial records with respect to 17

Presidential advisory committees. The Comptroller Gen-18

eral of the United States, or any authorized representative 19

of the Comptroller General, shall have access to the 20

records for the purpose of audit and examination. 21

‘‘(b) SUPPORT SERVICES.—Each agency shall be re-22

sponsible for providing support services for each advisory 23

committee established by or reporting to it unless the es-24

tablishing authority provides otherwise. If an advisory 25
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committee reports to more than one agency, only one 1

agency at a time shall be responsible for support services. 2

In the case of Presidential advisory committees, support 3

services may be provided by the General Services Adminis-4

tration. 5

‘‘§ 1012. Responsibilities of Library of Congress 6

‘‘Subject to section 552 of this title, the Adminis-7

trator shall provide for the filing with the Library of Con-8

gress of at least 8 copies of each report made by each 9

advisory committee and, where appropriate, background 10

papers prepared by consultants. The Librarian of Con-11

gress shall establish a depository for the reports and pa-12

pers and make them available for public inspection and 13

use. 14

‘‘§ 1013. Termination of advisory committees 15

‘‘(a) IN GENERAL.— 16

‘‘(1) ADVISORY COMMITTEES IN EXISTENCE ON 17

JANUARY 5, 1973.—Each advisory committee that is 18

in existence on January 5, 1973, shall terminate not 19

later than the expiration of the 2-year period fol-20

lowing that date unless— 21

‘‘(A) in the case of an advisory committee 22

established by the President or an officer of the 23

Federal Government, such advisory committee 24

is renewed by the President or that officer by 25
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appropriate action prior to the expiration of 1

such 2-year period; or 2

‘‘(B) in the case of an advisory committee 3

established by an Act of Congress, its duration 4

is otherwise provided for by law. 5

‘‘(2) ADVISORY COMMITTEES ESTABLISHED 6

AFTER JANUARY 5, 1973.—Each advisory committee 7

established after January 5, 1973, shall terminate 8

not later than the expiration of the 2-year period be-9

ginning on the date of its establishment unless— 10

‘‘(A) in the case of an advisory committee 11

established by the President or an officer of the 12

Federal Government such advisory committee is 13

renewed by the President or such officer by ap-14

propriate action prior to the end of such period; 15

or 16

‘‘(B) in the case of an advisory committee 17

established by an Act of Congress, its duration 18

is otherwise provided for by law.

advisory committee, the advisory committee shall file 22

a charter in accordance with section 1008(c) of this 23

title.

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‘‘(2) UPON EXPIRATION OF SUCCESSIVE 2-YEAR 1

PERIODS.—An advisory committee established by an 2

Act of Congress shall file a charter in accordance 3

with section 1008(c) of this title upon the expiration 4

of each successive 2-year period following the date of 5

enactment of the Act establishing the advisory com-6

mittee. 7

‘‘(3) PROHIBITION ON ACTION PRIOR TO FILING 8

CHARTER.—An advisory committee required to file a 9

charter under this subsection shall not take any ac-10

tion (other than preparation and filing of the char-11

ter) prior to the date on which the charter is filed. 12

‘‘(c) SUCCESSIVE TWO-YEAR PERIODS.—An advisory 13

committee that is renewed by the President or an officer 14

of the Federal Government may be continued only for suc-15

cessive 2-year periods by appropriate action taken by the 16

President or the officer prior to the date on which the 17

advisory committee would otherwise terminate.

Requirements relating to National Academy 19

of Sciences and National Academy of 20

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that was developed by use of a committee created by that 1

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public notice of committee meetings that will be 1

open to the public.

‘‘(3) DATA-GATHERING MEETINGS.—The Acad-3

emy shall ensure that meetings of the committee to 4

gather data from individuals who are not officials, 5

agents, or employees of the Academy are open to the 6

public, unless the Academy determines that a meet-7

ing would disclose matters described in section 8

552(b) of this title. The Academy shall make avail-9

able to the public, at reasonable charge if appro-10

priate, written materials presented to the committee 11

by individuals who are not officials, agents, or em-12

ployees of the Academy, unless the Academy deter-13

mines that making material available would disclose 14

matters described in section 552(b) of this title. 15

‘‘(4) OTHER MEETINGS.—The Academy shall 16

make available to the public as soon as practicable, 17

at reasonable charge if appropriate, a brief summary 18

of any committee meeting that is not a data-gath-19

ering meeting, unless the Academy determines that 20

the summary would disclose matters described in 21

section 552(b) of this title. The summary shall iden-22

tify the committee members present, the topics dis-23

cussed, materials made available to the committee, 24
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and other matters the Academy determines should 1

be included. 2

‘‘(5) FINAL REPORT.—The Academy shall make 3

available to the public its final report, at reasonable 4

charge if appropriate, unless the Academy deter-5

mines that the report would disclose matters de-6

scribed in section 552(b) of this title.

‘‘(4) QUESTIONED COST.—The term ‘questioned 22

cost’ means a cost that is questioned by the Office 23

because of— 24
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‘‘(A) an alleged violation of a provision of 1

a law, regulation, contract, grant, cooperative 2

agreement, or other agreement or document 3

governing the expenditure of funds; 4

‘‘(B) a finding that, at the time of the 5

audit, the cost is not supported by adequate 6

documentation; or 7

‘‘(C) a finding that the expenditure of 8

funds for the intended purpose is unnecessary 9

or unreasonable. 10

‘‘(5) RECOMMENDATION THAT FUNDS BE PUT 11

TO BETTER USE.—The term ‘recommendation that 12

funds be put to better use’ means a recommendation 13

by the Office that funds could be used more effi-14

ciently if management of an establishment took ac-15

tions to implement and complete the recommenda-16

tion, including— 17

‘‘(A) reductions in outlays; 18

‘‘(B) deobligation of funds from programs 19

or operations; 20

‘‘(15) a list of any outstanding recommenda-15

tions from any peer review conducted by another Of-16

fice of Inspector General that have not been fully 17

implemented, including a statement describing the 18

status of the implementation and why implementa-19

tion is not complete; 20

‘‘(16) a list of any peer reviews conducted by 21

the Inspector General of another Office of the In-22

spector General during the reporting period, includ-23

ing a list of any outstanding recommendations made 24

from any previous peer review (including any peer 25
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review conducted before the reporting period) that 1

‘‘(7) MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING.—To 10

ensure the proper exercise of the law enforcement 11

powers authorized by this subsection, the Offices of 12

Inspector General described under paragraph (3) 13

shall, not later than 180 days after November 25, 14

derstanding to establish an external review process 16

for ensuring that adequate internal safeguards and 17

management procedures continue to exist within 18

each Office and within any Office that later receives 19

an authorization under paragraph (2).

‘‘(6) OFFICE OF INSPECTOR GENERAL.—The 13

term ‘Office of Inspector General’ means an Office 14

of Inspector General of a designated Federal entity. 15

‘‘(b) OFFICE OF INSPECTOR GENERAL IN EACH DES-16

IGNATED FEDERAL ENTITY.—Not later than 180 days 17

after October 18, 1988, there shall be established and 18

maintained in each designated Federal entity an Office of 19

Inspector General. The head of the designated Federal en-20

tity shall transfer to such office the offices, units, or other 21

components, and the functions, powers, or duties thereof, 22

that such head determines are properly related to the 23

functions of the Office of Inspector General and would, 24

if so transferred, further the purposes of this section. 25
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There shall not be transferred to such office any program 1

operating responsibilities.

For purposes of implementing this section, the Chairman 13

of the Board of Governors of the Federal Reserve System 14

shall appoint the Inspector General of the Board of Gov-15

ernors of the Federal Reserve System and the Bureau of 16

Consumer Financial Protection. The Inspector General of 17

the Board of Governors of the Federal Reserve System 18

and the Bureau of Consumer Financial Protection shall 19

have all of the authorities and responsibilities provided by 20

this Act with respect to the Bureau of Consumer Financial 21

Protection, as if the Bureau were part of the Board of 22

‘‘(d) SUPERVISION.— 24

shall report to and be under the general supervision 2

of the head of the designated Federal entity, but 3

shall not report to, or be subject to supervision by, 4

any other officer or employee of such designated 5

Federal entity.

‘‘(C) NOTIFICATION TO INSPECTOR GEN-9

ERAL.—At the same time the Secretary submits 10

under subparagraph (B) a statement on the ex-11

ercise of the authority in subparagraph (A) to 12

the committees of Congress specified in sub-13

paragraph (E), the Secretary shall notify the 14

inspector general of such element of the sub-15

mittal of such statement and, to the extent con-16

sistent with the protection of intelligence 17

sources and methods, provide such inspector 18

general with a copy of such statement. Such in-19

spector general may submit to such committees 20

of Congress any comments on a notice or state-21

ment received by the inspector general under 22

this subparagraph that the inspector general 23

considers appropriate.

‘‘(E) COMMITTEES OF CONGRESS.—The 11

committees of Congress specified in this sub-12

paragraph are— 13

and the Select Committee on Intelligence 15

of the Senate; and 16

ices and the Permanent Select Committee 18

on Intelligence of the House of Represent-19

atives.

‘‘(1) BOARD, CHAIRMAN OF COMMITTEE, OR 22

which a board, chairman of a committee, or commis-25
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sion is the head of the designated Federal entity, a 1

removal under this subsection may only be made 2

upon the written concurrence of a 2⁄3 majority of the 3

board, committee, or commission. 4

‘‘(2) INSPECTOR GENERAL REMOVED OR 5

TRANSFERRED.—If an Inspector General is removed 6

from office or is transferred to another position or 7

location within a designated Federal entity, the head 8

of the designated Federal entity shall communicate 9

in writing the reasons for any such removal or trans-10

fer to both Houses of Congress, not later than 30 11

days before the removal or transfer.

and ensuring effective coordination and co-24

SITION.—Within 30 days of assuming the position of an 3

officer or employee described in subsection (f), an indi-4

vidual shall file a report containing the information de-5

scribed in section 13104(b) of this title unless the indi-6

vidual has left another position described in subsection (f) 7

within 30 days prior to assuming such new position or 8

has already filed a report under this subchapter with re-9

spect to nomination for the new position or as a candidate 10

for the position. 11

‘‘(b) REPORTS FOR NOMINEES TO POSITIONS RE-12

QUIRING SENATE CONFIRMATION.— 13

‘‘(1) IN GENERAL.—Within 5 days of the trans-14

mittal by the President to the Senate of the nomina-15

tion of an individual (other than an individual nomi-16

nated for appointment to a position as a Foreign 17

Service Officer or a grade or rank in the uniformed 18

services for which the pay grade prescribed by sec-19

tion 201 of title 37 is O–6 or below) to a position, 20

appointment to which requires the advice and con-21

sent of the Senate, such individual shall file a report 22

containing the information described in section 23

13104(b) of this title. Such individual shall, not 24

later than the date of the first hearing to consider 25

the nomination of such individual, make current the 26
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report filed pursuant to this paragraph by filing the 1

information required by section 13104(a)(1)(A) of 2

this title with respect to income and honoraria re-3

ceived as of the date which occurs 5 days before the 4

date of such hearing. Nothing in this chapter shall 5

prevent any congressional committee from request-6

ing, as a condition of confirmation, any additional fi-7

nancial information from any Presidential nominee 8

whose nomination has been referred to that com-9

mittee.

ERAL OFFICE.—Within 30 days of becoming a candidate 19

as defined in section 301 of the Federal Election Cam-20

paign Act of 1971 (52 U.S.C. 30101), in a calendar year 21

for nomination or election to the office of President, Vice 22

President, or Member of Congress, or on or before May 23

15 of that calendar year, whichever is later, but in no 24

event later than 30 days before the election, and on or 25
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before May 15 of each successive year an individual con-1

tinues to be a candidate, an individual other than an in-2

cumbent President, Vice President, or Member of Con-3

gress shall file a report containing the information de-4

scribed in section 13104(b) of this title. Notwithstanding 5

the preceding sentence, in any calendar year in which an 6

individual continues to be a candidate for any office but 7

all elections for such office relating to such candidacy were 8

held in prior calendar years, such individual need not file 9

a report unless the individual becomes a candidate for an-10

other vacancy in that office or another office during that 11

year.

‘‘(d) ANNUAL REPORTS.—Any individual who is an 13

group of individuals, who are in such positions, but 8

only in cases in which the Director determines such 9

exclusion would not affect adversely the integrity of 10

the Government or the public’s confidence in the in-11

‘‘(6) the Postmaster General, the Deputy Post-13

master General, each Governor of the Board of Gov-14

ernors of the United States Postal Service and each 15

officer or employee of the United States Postal Serv-16

ice or Postal Regulatory Commission who occupies a 17

position for which the rate of basic pay is equal to 18

or greater than 120 percent of the minimum rate of 19

basic pay payable for GS–15 of the General Sched-20

ule; 21

‘‘(7) the Director of the Office of Government 22

Ethics and each designated agency ethics official; 23

‘‘(8) any civilian employee not described in 24

paragraph (3), employed in the Executive Office of 25

vidual may list (A) the date of purchase and the 17

purchase price of the interest in the real property, 18

or (B) the assessed value of the real property for tax 19

purposes, adjusted to reflect the market value of the 20

property used for the assessment if the assessed 21

value is computed at less than 100 percent of such 22

market value, but such individual shall include in his 23

or her report a full and complete description of the 24

method used to determine such assessed value, in-25

HONORARIA.—The source of items of earned in-7

come earned by a spouse from any person 8

which exceed $1,000 and the source and 9

amount of any honoraria received by a spouse, 10

except that, with respect to earned income 11

(other than honoraria), if the spouse is self-em-12

ployed in business or a profession, only the na-13

ture of such business or profession need be re-14

ported. 15

‘‘(B) DIVIDENDS, RENTS, INTEREST, AND 16

reported in subsection (a)(1)(B) with respect to 18

income derived by a spouse or dependent child 19

from any asset held by the spouse or dependent 20

child and reported pursuant to subsection 21

(a)(3). 22

‘‘(C) GIFTS.—In the case of any gifts re-23

ceived by a spouse or dependent child which are 24

not received totally independent of the relation-25
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ship of the spouse or dependent child to the re-1

porting individual, the identity of the source 2

and a brief description of gifts of transpor-3

tation, lodging, food, or entertainment and a 4

brief description and the value of other gifts. 5

‘‘(D) REIMBURSEMENTS.—In the case of 6

any reimbursements received by a spouse or de-7

pendent child which are not received totally 8

independent of the relationship of the spouse or 9

dependent child to the reporting individual, the 10

identity of the source and a brief description of 11

each such reimbursement. 12

‘‘(E) INTERESTS IN PROPERTY, LIABIL-13

ITIES, AND TRANSACTIONS.—In the case of 14

items described in paragraphs (3) through (5) 15

of subsection (a), all information required to be 16

reported under these paragraphs other than 17

items (i) which the reporting individual certifies 18

represent the spouse’s or dependent child’s sole 19

financial interest or responsibility and which 20

the reporting individual has no knowledge of, 21

(ii) which are not in any way, past or present, 22

derived from the income, assets, or activities of 23

$1,000,000 set forth in subsection (a)(1)(B) 6

and subsection (d)(1) shall apply to the income, 7

assets, or liabilities of spouses and dependent 8

children only if the income, assets, or liabilities 9

are held jointly with the reporting individual. 10

All other income, assets, or liabilities of the 11

spouse or dependent children required to be re-12

ported under this section in an amount or value 13

greater than $1,000,000 shall be categorized 14

only as an amount or value greater than 15

$1,000,000. 16

Reports required by subsections (a), (b), and (c) of 17

section 13103 of this title shall, with respect to the 18

spouse and dependent child of the reporting indi-19

vidual, contain only information listed in paragraphs 20

(1), (3), and (4) of subsection (a), as specified in 21

this paragraph. 22

‘‘(2) SEPARATED SPOUSE.—No report shall be 23

required with respect to a spouse living separate and 24

apart from the reporting individual with the inten-25
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tion of terminating the marriage or providing for 1

permanent separation; or with respect to any income 2

or obligations of an individual arising from the dis-3

solution of the individual’s marriage or the perma-4

nent separation from the individual’s spouse. 5

‘‘(f) TRUSTS AND OTHER FINANCIAL ARRANGE-6

MENTS.— 7

‘‘(1) IN GENERAL.—Except as provided in para-8

graph (2), each reporting individual shall report the 9

information required to be reported pursuant to sub-10

sections (a), (b), and (c) of this section with respect 11

to the holdings of and the income from a trust or 12

other financial arrangement from which income is 13

received by, or with respect to which a beneficial in-14

terest in principal or income is held by, such indi-15

vidual, the individual’s spouse, or any dependent 16

child.

trust or other entity under subsection (a)(1)(B). 13

‘‘(3) DEFINITION OF QUALIFIED BLIND 14

TRUST.—For purposes of this subsection, the term 15

‘qualified blind trust’ includes any trust in which a 16

reporting individual, the individual’s spouse, or any 17

minor or dependent child has a beneficial interest in 18

the principal or income, and which meets the fol-19

lowing requirements: 20

‘‘(i) The trustee of the trust and any 22

other entity designated in the trust instru-23

‘‘(ii) Any officer or employee of a 17

trustee or other entity who is involved in 18

the management or control of the trust— 19

‘‘(I) is independent of and not 20

associated with any interested party 21

so that such officer or employee can-22

not be controlled or influenced in the 23

administration of the trust by any in-24

terested party; 25
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‘‘(II) is not a partner of, or in-1

volved in any joint venture or other 2

investment with, any interested party; 3

and 4

‘‘(III) is not a relative of any in-5

terested party. 6

‘‘(B) TRANSFERRED ASSET.—Any asset 7

transferred to the trust by an interested party 8

is free of any restriction with respect to its 9

transfer or sale unless such restriction is ex-10

pressly approved by the supervising ethics office 11

of the reporting individual. 12

‘‘(C) TRUST INSTRUMENT.—The trust in-13

strument which establishes the trust provides 14

that— 15

‘‘(i) except to the extent provided in 16

subparagraph (B) of this paragraph, the 17

trustee in the exercise of the trustee’s au-18

thority and discretion to manage and con-19

trol the assets of the trust shall not consult 20

or notify any interested party; 21

asset the holding of which by an interested 23

are disposed of or when the value of such 6

holding is less than $1,000; 7

‘‘(iv) the trust tax return shall be pre-8

pared by the trustee or the trustee’s des-9

ignee, and such return and any informa-10

tion relating thereto (other than the trust 11

income summarized in appropriate cat-12

egories necessary to complete an interested 13

party’s tax return) shall not be disclosed to 14

any interested party; 15

‘‘(v) an interested party shall not re-16

ceive any report on the holdings and 17

sources of income of the trust, except a re-18

port at the end of each calendar quarter 19

with respect to the total cash value of the 20

interest of the interested party in the trust 21

or the net income or loss of the trust or 22

any reports necessary to enable the inter-23

ested party to complete an individual tax 24

return required by law or to provide the in-25
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formation required by subsection (a)(1) of 1

this section, but such report shall not iden-2

tify any asset or holding; 3

‘‘(vi) except for communications which 4

solely consist of requests for distributions 5

of cash or other unspecified assets of the 6

trust, there shall be no direct or indirect 7

communication between the trustee and an 8

interested party with respect to the trust 9

unless such communication is in writing 10

and unless it relates only (I) to the general 11

financial interest and needs of the inter-12

‘‘(D) APPROVAL BY SUPERVISING ETHICS 12

OFFICE.—The proposed trust instrument and 13

the proposed trustee are approved by the re-14

porting individual’s supervising ethics office. 15

‘‘(E) DEFINITIONS.—For purposes of this 16

subsection, ‘interested party’ means a reporting 17

individual, the individual’s spouse, and any 18

minor or dependent child; ‘broker’ has the 19

meaning set forth in section 3(a)(4) of the Se-20

curities Exchange Act of 1934 (15 U.S.C. 21

78c(a)(4)); and ‘investment adviser’ includes 22

any investment adviser who, as determined 23

under regulations prescribed by the supervising 24

ethics office, is generally involved in the role as 25
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such an adviser in the management or control 1

of trusts. 2

‘‘(F) TRUST QUALIFIED BEFORE EFFEC-3

TIVE DATE OF TITLE II OF ETHICS REFORM 4

ACT OF 1989.—Any trust qualified by a super-5

vising ethics office before the effective date of 6

title II of the Ethics Reform Act of 1989 shall 7

continue to be governed by the law and regula-8

tions in effect immediately before such effective 9

date. 10

‘‘(4) TRUST ASSET CONSIDERED FINANCIAL IN-11

TEREST.— 12

‘‘(A) IN GENERAL.—An asset placed in a 13

trust by an interested party shall be considered 14

‘‘(E) COPY OF WRITTEN COMMUNICA-21

TION.—A copy of each written communication 22

with respect to the trust under paragraph 23

the date of the communication. 2

‘‘(6) PROHIBITIONS.— 3

‘‘(B) REPORTING INDIVIDUALS.—A report-21

ing individual shall not knowingly and willfully, 22

or negligently— 23

‘‘(i) solicit or receive any information 24

with respect to a qualified blind trust of 25
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which the reporting individual is an inter-1

ested party that may not be disclosed 2

under paragraph (3)(C) of this subsection; 3

or 4

‘‘(ii) fail to file any document required 5

by this subsection. 6

‘‘(C) CIVIL ACTIONS FOR VIOLATIONS.— 7

‘‘(i) KNOWING AND WILLFUL VIOLA-8

TIONS.—The Attorney General may bring 9

a civil action in any appropriate United 10

States district court against any individual 11

who knowingly and willfully violates the 12

provisions of subparagraph (A) or (B) of 13

this paragraph. The court in which such 14

action is brought may assess against such 15

individual a civil penalty in any amount 16

not to exceed $10,000. 17

‘‘(ii) NEGLIGENT VIOLATIONS.—The 18

Attorney General may bring a civil action 19

in any appropriate United States district 20

court against any individual who neg-21

ligently violates the provisions of subpara-22

graph (A) or (B) of this paragraph. The 23

court in which such action is brought may 24
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assess against such individual a civil pen-1

alty in any amount not to exceed $5,000. 2

BLIND TRUST.—Any trust may be considered to be 4

a qualified blind trust if— 5

‘‘(A) the trust instrument is amended to 6

comply with the requirements of paragraph (3) 7

or, in the case of a trust instrument which does 8

not by its terms permit amendment, the trust-9

‘‘(j) COPIES OF REPORTS TO ETHICS COMMIT-21

TEES.— 22

‘‘(1) HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES.—A copy of 23

each report filed under this subchapter with the 24

Clerk of the House of Representatives shall be sent 25
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by the Clerk to the Committee on Ethics of the 1

House of Representatives within the 7-day period 2

beginning on the day the report is filed. 3

‘‘(2) SENATE.—A copy of each report filed 4

under this subchapter with the Secretary of the Sen-5

ate shall be sent by the Secretary to the Select Com-6

mittee on Ethics of the Senate within the 7-day pe-7

riod beginning on the day the report is filed. 8

‘‘(k) ASSISTANCE OF FEDERAL ELECTION COMMIS-9

SION.—In carrying out their responsibilities under this 10

subchapter with respect to candidates for office, the Clerk 11

of the House of Representatives and the Secretary of the 12

Senate shall avail themselves of the assistance of the Fed-13

eral Election Commission. The Commission shall make 14

available to the Clerk and the Secretary on a regular basis 15

a complete list of names and addresses of all candidates 16

registered with the Commission, and shall cooperate and 17

coordinate its candidate information and notification pro-18

gram with the Clerk and the Secretary to the greatest ex-19

tent possible. 20

‘‘(l) PERIODIC TRANSACTION REPORTS.—Not later 21

than 30 days after receiving notification of any trans-22

action required to be reported under section 23

13104(a)(5)(B of this title, but in no case later than 45 24

days after such transaction, the following persons, if re-25
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quired to file a report under any subsection of section 1

13103 of this title, subject to any waivers and exclusions, 2

shall file a report of the transaction: 3

‘‘(3) Each officer or employee in the executive 6

branch, including a special Government employee as 7

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Government Ethics may, by regulation, exclude from 1

‘‘(7) The Director of the Office of Government 17

Ethics and each designated agency ethics official. 18

‘‘(8) Any civilian employee not described in 19

paragraph (3), employed in the Executive Office of 20

the President (other than a special Government em-21

ployee as defined in section 202 of title 18) who 22

holds a commission of appointment from the Presi-23

dent. 24
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‘‘(9) A Member of Congress, as defined under 1

section 13101 of this title. 2

‘‘(10) An officer or employee of the Congress, 3

as defined under section 13101 of this title. 4

‘‘§ 13106. Failure to file or filing false reports 5

‘‘(a) VIOLATION.— 6

‘‘(1) CIVIL ACTIONS.—The Attorney General 7

may bring a civil action in any appropriate United 8

States district court against any individual who 9

knowingly and willfully falsifies or who knowingly 10

and willfully fails to file or report any information 11

that such individual is required to report pursuant 12

to section 13104 of this title. The court in which 13

such action is brought may assess against such indi-14

vidual a civil penalty in any amount, not to exceed 15

$50,000. 16

‘‘(2) VIOLATIONS AND PENALTIES.— 17

‘‘(A) VIOLATIONS.—It shall be unlawful 18

Custody of and public access to reports 1

‘‘(a) AVAILABILITY OF REPORTS TO PUBLIC.—Each 2

agency, each supervising ethics office in the executive or 3

judicial branch, the Clerk of the House of Representatives, 4

and the Secretary of the Senate shall make available to 5

the public, in accordance with subsection (b), each report 6

filed under this subchapter with such agency or office or 7

with the Clerk or the Secretary of the Senate, except 8

‘‘(1) this section does not require public avail-10

ability of a report filed by any individual in the Of-11

fice of the Director of National Intelligence, the 12

of the appropriate agency, the congressional ethics 15

vising ethics office may require officers and employ-16

ees under its jurisdiction (including special Govern-17

ment employees as defined in section 202 of title 18) 18

to file confidential financial disclosure reports, in 19

such form as the supervising ethics office may pre-20

scribe. The information required to be reported 21

under this subsection by the officers and employees 22

of any department or agency shall be set forth in 23

PORTS.—The Comptroller General shall have access to fi-15

nancial disclosure reports filed under this subchapter for 16

the purposes of carrying out the Comptroller General’s 17

statutory responsibilities. 18

‘‘(b) STUDIES.—Not later than December 31, 1992, 19

and regularly thereafter, the Comptroller General shall 20

conduct a study to determine whether the provisions of 21

this subchapter are being carried out effectively.

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‘‘§ 13111. Notice of actions taken to comply with eth-1

ics agreements 2

‘‘(a) IN GENERAL.—In any case in which an indi-3

vidual agrees with that individual’s designated agency eth-4

ics official, the Office of Government Ethics, a Senate con-5

firmation committee, a congressional ethics committee, or 6

the Judicial Conference, to take any action to comply with 7

this chapter or any other law or regulation governing con-8

flicts of interest of, or establishing standards of conduct 9

applicable with respect to, officers or employees of the 10

Government, that individual shall notify in writing the 11

designated agency ethics official, the Office of Government 12

Ethics, the appropriate committee of the Senate, the con-13

gressional ethics committee, or the Judicial Conference, 14

as the case may be, of any action taken by the individual 15

pursuant to that agreement. Such notification shall be 16

made not later than the date specified in the agreement 17

by which action by the individual must be taken, or not 18

later than 3 months after the date of the agreement, if 19

no date for action is so specified.

evaluation of any item required to be reported by 5

‘‘(c) CONSULTATION.—In the development of policies, 7

rules, regulations, procedures, and forms to be rec-8

ommended, authorized, or prescribed by the Director, the 9

Director shall consult when appropriate with the executive 10

agencies affected and with the Attorney General. 11

‘‘(d) ESTABLISHED WRITTEN PROCEDURES.— 12
