“(2) POSTPONEMENT BY REASON OF DISASTER,

SIGNIFICANT FIRE, OR TERRORISTIC OR MILITARY

ACTIONS.—For purposes of paragraph (1), the last
date prescribed for payment of any tax shall be de-
termined after taking into account any period dis-
regarded under section 7508A.”.

(2) EFFECTIVE DATE.—The amendments made
by this subsection shall apply to notices issued after
the date of the enactment of this Act.
