On October 20, 1963 Dr MANOPULO-

made available a fingerprint card dated September 15, 1951,
at Palermo 8Bicily. The purpose for the card was not noted
-thereon. Dr ‘MANOPULO also made available a flyer. issued
‘by Interpol in April, 1952, . in the French language alert-

ing all’ police agencies to adv1se Interpol of all travel
on the part of GENTILE. These items are being retained
.in 92-80-1A by Rome. ' -
