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POLICY

MONITORING NSCID'S/DCID'S

1. PURFOSE: To establish internal DIA policy
governing the coordination, monitoring, and imple-
mentation of National Security Council Intelli-
gence Dircctives (NSC1D’s) and Director, Centrai
Intelligence Directives (DCID's),

2. APPLICABILITY: This regulation applies to
allelements of DIA.

3. SUPERSESSION: This regulation supersedes
DIAR 60-16, 29 April 1980. Black lines in the
margins indicate changes.

4. POLICY: The Deputy Director for Defense In-
telligence (DI) is responsible for policy coordina-
tion of NSCID’s and DCID's.

5. PROCFDURES: NSCID's and DCI!D’s normal-

ly require priority action to meet external
suspenses. The following procedures will appiy for
precessing within the DIA:

a. The DI-A/NFI1B office will:
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{I) Control and make internal DIA distribution
of all NSCID's,DCID's.

2} Accompany the Director to meetings at
which NSID's/DCID’s are discussed, prepare a
record of the proceedings, and initiate required
follow-up actions.

b. The Programs and Policy Division (DI-6) will:

(1) Monitor NSCID's/DCID's and advise the
Director of any problem areas.

{2) Staff proposed revisions with appropriate Di-
rectorates.

(3) Coordinate with the Military Services and, as
appropriate, with the DCI staff in processing
NSCID's/DCID's.

c. Directorates will support DI-6 as required.
When briefing papers are needed, they will be pre-
pared in accordance with the format prescribed in
the enclosure.

4. RECOMMENDATIONS: State the proposed DIA position—concurrence or nonconcurrence with basic
document, or concurrence subject to amendment. Where modifications to the text of the basic document are

propused, attach draft modifications as tabs to the briefing paper.
5. COORDINATION: State the extent of coordination both within and outside of the DIA.
