Command and staff relationships. . ............

1. Purpose. This regulation sets ferth the mission
and functions of the Director, US Army Medical In-
telligence and Information Agency (CSAMIA). 1t
also prescribes USAMIIA's command and staff rela-
tionships.

2. Applicability. This regulation applies to the Ac-
tive Army and the US Army Reserve. It does not
apply to the Army National Guard.

3. Mission. The mission of the Director, USAMIIA
is as follows: )

a. Produce medical scientific and technical in-
telligence (S&TT) and general medical intelligence
studies and reports as required by DOD.

b. Provide timely medical intelligence support to
the following:

(1) Offices ot The Surgeons General, major
commands, and staffs of the Army, Navy, and Air
Force.

(2) DOD and national level intelligence produc-
tion agencies.

(3) Other Government agencies as required.

¢. Administer and coordinate the medical aspects
of the Army Foreign Materiel Exploitation Pro-

gram.
4. Functions. The functions of the Director,
USAMIIA are as follows:

a. Plan, coordinate, and provide intelligence
studies as directed by the Defense Intelligence

Agency (DIA) and the Office of the Assistant Chief
of Staff for Intelligence (OACSD), HQDA.

b. Manage, and administer the acquisition,
exploitation, and disposition of foreign medical ma-
teriel obtained in support of intelligence, and re-
search and development purposes.

c. Manage the DA medical intelligence program;
provide input to the DOD General Defense Intelli-
gence Program.

d. Manage the medical intelligence automated
data base and the medical portion of the DOD S&TI
data base.

e. Produce collection requirements for medical
intelligence for the DOD intelligence community.

f. Provide quick response capsbility in medical
inteliigence for DOD and other Government agen-
cies, as required.

g. Debrief DOD personnel upon return to CONUS
as required.

h. Sponsor annual medical intelligence training
for selected Military Intelligence Detachments
(Strategiz).

{ Maintain coordination and liaison with non-
DOD members of the National Foreign intelligence
Community.

j. Serve as the Foreign Intelligence Officer for
The Surgeon General (TSG), HQDA.

5. Command and staff relationships. a.
USAMIIA is a field operating agency of TSG.
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b. The Director is responsible to TSG for all oper-

ations of the agency.
¢. The Director is the Special Assistant to TSG
for Medical Intelligence and staff advisor to the
Army Medical Department for foreign intelligence.
d. The Director may communicate directly with

DIA. OACSI. the US Army Missile Inteiligence
Agency. the US Army Foreign Science and Technol-
ogy Center, the Intelligence Threat Analysis Cen-
ter. major Army commands. and HQDA agencies or
matters of mutual interest.
