Office  of  the  Assistant  Chief  of  Staff  for  Intelligence 

PURPOSE 

This  regulation  supplements  AR  10-5  by  prescribing  the  internal  organization  and 
functions  of  the  Office  of  the  Assistant  Chief  of  Staff  for  Intelligence  (OACSI). 

In  addition,  it  constitutes  section  I  of  the  OACSI  table  of  distribution  and 
allowances  (IDA). 

ORGANIZATION 

The  official  organizational  chart  is  in  the  appendix. 

FUNCTIONS 

Functions  are  described  below  and  identified  by  type,  level,  and  functional 

matter  addressed.  "Type,"  "level,"  and  "function"  are  defined  in  CSR  10-5. 
The  numbers  in  parentheses  after  the  titles  of  individuals  and  organizational 
elements  correspond  to  those  on  the  organizational  chart  and  to  paragraphs  of 
the  OACSI  TDA. 

1.  Assistant  Chief  of  Staff  for  Intelligence  (ACSI)  (01).  Is  responsible 
for  the  functions  performed  by  the  elements  of  this  Army  Staff  agency. 

Personal  functions: 

Is  responsible  to  the  Chief  of  Staff  for  overall  coordination  of  the 
intelligence,  counterintelligence,  foreign  liaison,  and  threat  management 
activities  of  the  U.S.  Army.  Is  the  Army  principal  member  on  the  National 
Foreign  Intelligence  Board  and  the  Army  representative  on  the  Military 
Intelligence  Board.  Is  the  vice  chairperson  of  the  Army  Electronic  Warfare 

Intelligence  Committee.  Is  a  member  of  the  General  Staff  Council,  Army  Staff 
Council,  Army  Policy  Council,  and  Select  Committee.  Is  the  Signals  Intelligence 

(SIGINT)  focal  point  for  the  Army.  Is  the  subprogram  director  for  Program  3 — 
Intelligence  and  Counterintelligence  and  Investigative  Activities  of  the  Five 

Year  Defense  Program,  and  functional  program  director  of  the  Consolidated 

Cryptologic  Program  and  General  Defense  Intelligence  Program.  Is  the  Army  Staff 

manager  and  coordinator  of  technology  transfer  matters. 

2.  Deputy  Assistant  Chief  of  Staff  for  Intelligence  (DACSI)  (01).  Is  the 

principal  adviser  and  alternate  to  the  ACSI. 

*This  regulation  supersedes  CSR  10-27,  22  July  1982. 
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3.  Special  Assistant  to  the  ACSI  (01A).  Serves  as  adviser  and  assistant  to  the 

ACSI  on  intelligence  matters  of  worldwide  scope  and  significance.  Participates 

in  the  formulation  and  management  of  overall  policies  and  programs  as  directed  by 
the  ACSI.  Provides  senior  review,  guidance,  and  counsel  on  congressional 

inquiry,  investigative  or  legislative  actions  pertinent  to  Army  intelligence. 

Has  significant  responsibility  for  developing,  promulgating,  and  coordinating 

policies  and  procedures  encompassing  all  facets  of  ACSI's  resource  management 
responsibilities.  Conducts  high  level  liaison  with  National,  DoD,  and  selected 

foreign  intelligence  organizations.  Collaborates  with  ACSI  in  formulating  and 

establishing  Army-wide  policies  relating  to  the  management  of  intelligence 
activities. 

4.  Office  of  the  Executive  (02).  Assists  the  ACSI  in  focusing  staff  efforts  on 

important  matters  requiring  action  and  monitors  and  reviews  staff  actions  to 
ensure  compliance  with  established  policy  and  guidance.
