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THROUGHOUT THE BRIEFING; ;.HILL USE THE
TERM "MULTI-DISCIPLINE.®* IN ITS BROADEST
SERSE, THE TERM MEANS THAT WE ARE
RESPONSIBLE FOR MANAGING THE ARMY'S FIVE
MAJOR INTELLIGENCE DISCIéLINES. MORE
IMPORTANTLY WE ARE AN INTER-DISCIPLINARY
COMMAND. OUR JOB, AS YOU WILL SEE, IS

COUNTERINTELLIGENCE COVERS ACITIVITIES

AS I JUST MENTIONED, OUR MILITARY
INTELLIGENCE BRIGADES PROVIDE MUOLTI-
DISCIPLINE INTELLIGENCE AND SECURITY
SUPPORT TO THEIR RESPECTIVE TBEATERS OF
ASSIGNMENT OR TO THE ARMY AT LARGE.
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OUR MILITARY IHTELLIGEN&E'UNITS IN KOREA
ARE REPRESENTATIVE OF OUR MULTI-
DISCIPLIKNE ORGANIZATIONS." THESE UNITS
ARE ON THE FRONT LINE OF AMERICA'S
DEFENSE. WORKING TODAY iN A COMBAT
SETTING, THESE UNITS ARE A WELL-BALANCED
BLEND OF TACTICAL AND STRATEGJC

ONE OF INSCOM'S NEWEST EFFORTS IS THE
CHALLENGE OF LOW-INTENSITY CONFLICT.

WE HAVE ACTIVATED A NEW TYPE OF
INTELLIGENCE UNIT. THE UNIT IS TAILORED
FOR USE IN CONTINGENCY SITUATIONS
THROUGHOUT THE WORLD.

IN SUPPORT OF THE NEW UNIT, WE'VE BEEN
CONDUCTING AN EXTENSIVE EVALUATION OF
SEVERAL AIRBORNE INTELLIGENCE SYSTEMS.
THE RESULTS SO FAR INDICATE THEY WILL BE
ESPECIALLY EFFECTIVE DURING LOW-
INTENSITY CONFLICTS ANYWHERE IN THE
WORLD.
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IN THE ONITED STATES, THE-S13TH MI
BRIGADE IS PARTICOULARLY INTERESTING.
ITS UNITS ARE FAIRLY WIDESPREAD
THROUGHOUT THE CONTINENTAL ONITED
STATES.

THE 513TH HAS ONE OF OUR MOS®: EXTENSIVE
EXERCISE SCBEDULES. THE BRIGADE
PARTICIPATED, ALONG WITH SEVERAL ARAB
NATIONS, IN EXERCISE BRIGHT STAR IN THE
EYGPTIAN DESERT.

BECAUSE BLEMENTS OF THE S13TH
PARTICIPATED IN GRENADA, THEY ARE THE
ONLY SOLDIERS AUTHORIZED TO WEAR THE
INSCOM PATCH AS A COMBAT UNIT PATCH.

THEE FOREIGN MATERIEL INTELLIGENCE GROUP
EXPLOITS SOVIET EQUIPMENT AND OTHER
FOREIGN MATERIAL.

THE 902ND MI GROUP IN THE UNITED STATES
IS INVOLVED IN TECENICAL SURVEILLANCE
COUNTERMEASURES AND POLYGRAPH
OPERATIONS. THE GROUP PROVIDES COUNTER
INTELLIGENCE SUPPORT TO NEARLY EVERY

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INSCOM ALSO HAS UNITS TEAE-ARE NOT FIELD

THE UNITED STATES ARMY RUSSIAN
INSTITUTE, LOCATED IN PICTURESQUE
GARMISCH, GERMANY.

THE INSTITUTE TRAINS SOVIET AREA
SPECIALISTS FOR THE UNITED STATES. THE
SCHOQL'S PROGRAM INCLUDES SOVIET AREA
STUDIES, AND TWO YEARS COF ADVANCED
RUSSIAN LANGUAGE TRAINING.

THE SCHOOL HAS A 30,000 VOLUME LIBRARY,
65 PERCENT OF WHICH IS IN RUSSIAN. SOME
OF THE LIBRARY'S HOLDIKRGS ARE UNIQUE IN
THE FREE WORLD. A PARALLEL EFFORT IS
OUR FOREIGN LANGUAGE TRAINING CENTER IN
MUNICH WHERE SOLDIERS COME FROM ALL
OVER EUROPE FOR REFRESHER TRAINING.
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IN THE UNITED STATES, THE—CENTRAL
SECURITY PACILITY AT FORT MEADE,
MARYLAND, SUPPORTS THE ARHY'S
INTELLIGENCE AND COUNTERINTELLIGERCE
ACTIVITIES.

THE FACILITY HOLDS OVER THREE' MILLION
FILES WHICH ARE USED BY THE DEFENSE
INVESTIGATIVE SERVICE TO OBTAIN
INFORMATION USED IN GRAKTING OR DERYING
CLEARANCES FOR MILITARY AND CIVILIAN
PéRSONNEL. CSF ALSO COORDINATES RELEASE
OF INFORMATION WHICE HAS BEEN REQUESTED
UNDER THE FREEDOM CF IKFORMATION AND
PRIVACY ACTS.

OPERATING FROM ARLINGTON HALL STATION,
THE U.S. ARMY SPECIAL SECURITY GROUP
GUIDES AND COUNSELS ARMY ONITS ON HOW TO
HANDLE AND SECURE INFORMATION REQUIRING
SECURITY PROTECTION. PRIMARY RECIPIENTS
OF SUPPORT ARE NON-TACTICAL
ORGANIZATIONS SUCH AS MAJOR ARMY
COMMANDS AND IHSTALLATIONMS.
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WITH NINE SUBORDINATE SPECIAL SECURITY
COMMANDS AND DETACHMENTS WORLDWIDE, THE
GROUP ALSO ADVISES AND ASSISTS ACTIVE
AND RESERVE COMPONERT UNITS AND ARMY
CONTRACTORS WORLDWIDE.

WHETHER AT A MILITARY INTELLIQENCE
BRIGADE, A TACTICAL SUPPORT UNIT, OR ANY
OF OUR UNITS, SOLDIERS AND CIVILIANS
THROUGHOUT INSCOM ARE SUOCCESSFULLY
CONFRONTING AN INCREASINGLY COMPLEX
CHALLENGE.
