1.  (U)  Purpose.  This  regulation  sets  forth  the 

mission  and  principal  functions  of  the  Command- 
ing General  (CG)  INSCOM,  and  prescribes

2.  (U)  Applicability.  This  regulation  applies  to 
active  Annw  Armv  Reserve,  and  Army  National *  * 

Guard  organizations  in  their  Federal  capacity. 

Other  National  Guard  organizations  are  en- 
couraged to  utilize  training  programs  which  may 

be  made  available  through  this  regulation. 

3.  t£fMissioii. 

This  regulation  supersedes  AR  10-4G,  7  May  1976  and  (C)  AR  10-122,  18  Oetober  1973 i 
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5.  (U)  Command  and  staff  relationships,  a.  The 
CG,  INSCOM,  Is  under  the  supervision  of  the 
Chief  of  Staff,  United  States  Army.  Directives, 
authorities,  policy,  planning  and  programing 

guidance,  approved  programs,  and  resource  alloca- 
tions, and  other  methods  of  command  direction 

are  issued  to  CG,  INSCOM,  by  the  Chief  of 
Staff,  United  States  Army. 

b.  The  CG,  INSCOM— 
(1)  Commands  the  Army  component  of  the 

Central  Security  Service  (CSS)  and  is  subordinate 
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to  the  Chief,  CSS,  for  the  conduct  of  SIGINT 

operations. 

(2)  Manages  SIGIXT  resources  to  ae^mpU^i 
SIGINT  operational  tasks  assigned  fey  DLRXS&, 

CHCSS.  p 
(3)  Provides  specified  military  Wsonnel  and 

administrative*  logistic,  and  opera^onal  support 
to  the  DIRX5A/CHCSS  as  authq^zed  by  HQDA. 

(4)  Deals  directly  with  the/Oirector,  DIA  on 

matter>  of  intelligence  production  within  the 

framework  of  IXSCOM  delegated  production 

responsibilities  as  set  forth  by  HQDA,  and  for 

the  coordination  of  HUMIXT  operational 

proposals. c.  IXSCOM  and  oijjer  MACQM's  are  coordinate 
elements  of  DA.  The  CG7TXSCOM,  is  authorized 
to  communicate  directly  with  other  major  Army 
commanders  or  with  heads  of  Army  Staff  agencies 
on  matters  of  mutual  interest. 

<f.  The  CG,  INSCOM,  will  maintain  liaison  as 

necessary  with  MACOM's  field  operating  agencies, 
other  cryptologic  and  intelligence  activities,  and 

other  governmental  agencies  to  maintain  an  aware- 
ness of,  to  exchange  information  on,  and  to  ensure 

coordination  of  matters  of  mutual  concern.
