Inspection and Safety Center (AFISC), conducted & Management
Effectiveness Inspection (MEI) of Detachment 22, Air Force

-No other oversight
inspections were conducted.during this period.

f. (U) "Electronic Security‘Commahd (ESC) IG conducted
three .IEIs and one followup inspection. No illegalities or

2. & Actions Planned:

a. (U) From 1 October through 31 December 1981, the
AFISC Intelligence Inspection Branch (IGAI) will conduct an
FMI coacerning intelligence support to deployed forces.

Elcven continental United States (CONUS) and nine European
bases will be visited, including four major command headquar- .
ters. In addition, a USAF intelligence inspector will
participate in the next phase of the degraded communications
FMI, visiting one base in the CONUS and saven bases in Eurcpe.
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b. (U) AFIS IG will conduct an MEI of a HUMINT unit.

c. (U) AFOSI IG will inspect 1 CONUS district and 2
ovirseas districts, with a total of 11 detachments.
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
