1.   (U)  Actions  Taken: 

a.   (U)   Intelligence  Inspection  Branch,  Air  Force 
Inspection  and  Safety  Center  (AFISC),  conducted  a  Management 
Effectiveness  Inspection  (MEI)  of  Detachment  ,22,  Air  Force 

Special  Activities  Center  (AFSAC),  and  those  htjman  intelli- 
gence (HUMINT)  resources  assigned  to  Air  Force  Systems 

Command's  Foreign  Technology  Division  (FTD).  As  part  of  the 
worldwide  HUMINT  reorganization,  FTD  HUMINT  resources  will 
be  combined  with  those  of . Detachment  22  effective  1  October 
1981.  The^.ntelligqnce  oversight  program  at  Detachment  22 
was  rated 

Although. the  Detachment  22  intelligence  case 

officers"  in  charge  of  collection  projects  were  well  versed in  oversight  matters,  and  were  normally  present  when  the 
FTD  analysts  and  US  persons  made  contact, 

io  other  illegalities  or  improprieties  were ~ no t e< intelligence  inspector  participated  in  an  AFISC  over-the- 
shoulder  inspection  (OTSI)  of  the  Pacific  Air  Forces  Inspec- 

tor General's  (IG)  MEI  of  a  tactical  composite  wing. 
Another  USAF  intelligence  inspector  participated  in  an'  AFISC functional  management  inspection  (FMI)  concerning  the  flow 
of  essential  information  during  degraded  communications. 
This  phase  of  the  FMI  included  visits  to  two  numbered  air 
force  headquarters,  three  tactical  fighter  wings,  and  one 
each  composite  wing  and  group. 

b.   (U)   In  other  AFISC  activity,  the  report  of  the 
Limited  Followup.  Inspection  of  the  FMI  of  Operations- 
Intelligence  Interface  was  published  31  July  1981. 
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c.   (U)  Air  Force  Intelligence  Service  (AFIS)  IG 
provided  one  representative  to  augment  the  AFISC  team 
during  the  MEI  of  Detachment  22/AFSAC.  No  other  oversight 
inspections  were  conducted » during  this  period. 

f.  (U)  Electronic  Security  Command  (ESC)  IG  conducted 
three  .IEIs  and  one  followup  inspection.  No  illegalities  or improprieties  were  noted. 

2. Actions  Planned: 

a.   (U)   From  1  October  through  31  December  1981,  the 
AFISC  Intelligence  Inspection  Branch  (IGAI)  will  conduct  an 
FMI  c.).-icerning  intelligence  support  to  deployed  forces. 
Eleven  continental  United  States  (CONUS)  and  nine  European 
bases  will  be  visited,  including  four  major  command  headquar-  . 
ters.   In  addition,  a  USAF  intelligence  inspector  will 
participate  in  the  next  phase  of  the  degraded  communications 
FMI,  visiting  one  base  in  the  CONUS  and  soven  bases  in  Europe. 

b.   (U)   AFIS  IG  will  conduct  an  MEI  of  a  HUMINT  unit.

IG  will  inspect  1  CONUS  district  and  2 
with  a  total  of  11  detachments.
