With  USIB  approval,  on  24  May  1960,  of  priorities  for  the  national 

space  surveillance  requirements  of  March  1959,  the  committee  at 

its  3  June  1960  meeting,  decided  upon  preliminary  courses  of 

action  it  would  pursue  to  assure  maximum  effort  by  all  concerned 

to  fulfill  these  requirements.

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International  Business  Machine  cards  resulted  in  minimum 

effort  in  consolidating  and  forwarding  lists  to  organizations 

with  a  collection  capability.  Monitoring  of  command  cards 

for  current  accuracy  prior  to  consolidation  remains  a  problem. 

This  problem  will  be  solved  in  part  by  re-adjusting  dates  of 

submission  of  IBM  cards  in  order  that  current  publication  of 

the  Target  Data  Inventory  can  be  used  for  basic  reference 

material.  Basic  planning  is  underway  for  conversion  in  this 

Headquarters  of  the  IBM  cards  to  magnetic  cape  in  order  to
