(U)  Collection  Evaluation  Program 

4Q  ̂   The  results  of  the  initial  test  of  the  collection 

evaluation  system  were  received  during  this  period.  .  This 

test  run  involved  some  200  documents  and  approximately  3,000 

individual  items  of  information. .  As  a  result  of  deficiencies 

uncovered  in  this  testing,  a  number  of  basic  changes  in  the 

system,  both  in  the  format  of  documents  and  in  the  method  of 

handling  information,  have  been  made.   The  revised  program 

has  received  tentative  approval. 

The  computer  program  for  combining  electronically 

the  collection  management  data  with  the  analytical  inputs  and 

storage  in  a  form  suitable  for  rapid  manipulation  is  underway. . 

This  programming  is  being  performed  by  the  Directorate  of  Data 

Systems  and  Statistics  (AFASC) .   As  soon  as  this  program  has 

progressed  to  a  point  where  a  reasonably  accurate  completion 

date  can  be  forecast,  the  system  will  be  placed  in  effect 

gradually  in  order  to  permit  maximum  indoctrination  of  indi- 

vidual analysts  as  the  program  progresses.   Data  will  be 

stored  in  documentary  or  punched  paper  tape  form  until  the 

computer  program  is  completed,  at  which  time  the  information 

can  be  combined  and  stored  on  magnetic  tape.   It  is  antici- 

pated that  initial  implementation  of  the  system  will  commence 

in  the  first  quarter  of  Fiscal  Year  62.   Assessment  will  be 



made  of  the  potential  value  and  impact  of  this  system  on  Air 

Force  collection  capabilities  toward  the  end  of  Fiscal  Year 

1962. 

(U)  Summary  of  Short  Term  Aerospace  Intelligence  Requirements

(Secret)  In  January  a  conference  was  chaired  by  the 

North  American  Air  Defense  Command  (NORAD)  to  consolidate 

all  user  requirements  for  the  NORAD  Space  Detection  and 

Tracking  System  (SPADATS) .   The  Human  Resources  Branch 



participated  in  this  action  which  was  specified  by  the 

Secretary  of  Defense  when  he  gave  operational  control  of 

the  system  to  CINCNORAD.   The  resulting  paper  was  coordina- 

ted with  all  participating  agencies  including  Arn»y,  Navy 

and  the  specified/unified  commands.   This  paper  formed  the 

basis  for  a  development  and  funding  plan  for  the  system 

which  will  center  about  an  electronically  steerable  antenna 

array  radar.   Intelligence  requirements  were  prepared  by 

AFC IN  and  approved  by  US IB.   They  reflect  US  intelligence 

community  needs  and  are  now  totally  contained  in  the  NORAD 

system  requirements  document.
