(U) By Department of Defense Directive 5200.1, the Department of the
Alr Force 1is cherged with maintaining & consclidated list for the
informaticn apd guidance of departments and agemcies concerned showing
approved areas requiring security review of aerial photography. Air
Force Regulation (AFR) 205-1, 10 June 1960, Section XIT, directs the
ACS/I, Heedquarters USAF, to maintain and disseminate the required
consolidated list of security review areas. The ACS/I was agsigned
the ﬁmctiqn of prepering and maintaining the i1ist for the Department
of Defense. An interim revised Cansolidated Clessification List (Volime

gence Agency of the respansibility for processing all Department of
Defense (DOD) intellfgence collection requirements plus those levied
upcan the Defense Intelligence Agency (DIA) by sgencies artside the DOD,
the office af the ACS/I became the fooal paint for all USAF requirementa
and related matters. Pour lmndred seventy-two (472) Alr Force requirements
were forwarded cduring this period for validation. DIA returned L90
validated requirements to ACS/I for serving on Alxr Poxrce collection
elements. During this period, 378 requirements were cancelled. As of
30 Mune 1962; B1T Specific Intelligence Collection Requirements (SICR's)
were outstanding on collectors.

(U) In response to Department of Defénse, Office of Special Operations
nemorandum to the Secretary of the Alr Force, dated 2 May 1961 requesting
manpower reduction in the Air Attache system, thirty-five spaces were
withérawn during this pericd. The reductica was based upon the assumption
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that a substantial savings in manpower would be effected by operating
under the Executive Agent Principle by the three service attache systems.
There are currently 172 Officer, 226 Airmen, 69 U. S. Civilien and 190
indigencus manpover suthorizations with which to operate 63 Air Attache
stations.

&SRk Three nev Alr Attache offices were activated: The Daninican
Republic on 12 Jamary 1962, Bolivia an 1 April 1962 end EBcuador om 2
May 1962. Activation of eeven additiopal offices in latin America is
being planned for the second quarter of FY 1963. The seven proposed
Iatin-American Air Attache Stations are: Ricarsgua, Costa Rics, E1
Salvador, Haiti, Homduras, Pansma and Paraguay. A tentative activation
date of 1 September 1962 is planned for Ricaragua. In addition, edght
proposed Alr Attache stationms are being planned for Africa. They are:
Southern Fhodeaia, Algerie, Ghana, Kenya, Nigerim, Senegal, Suden and
Tunigia. The Algeria station 13 programmed for early September 1962.
Department of State and Department of Defense approval has been received
to reactivate the Air Attache office in Syria. In additlon, the Joint
Chiefs of Staff bave directed the opaning of an 4Air Attache office in
Isos ms soon as possible.
