(U)  By  Department  of  Defense  Directive  5200.1,  the  Department  of  the 

Air  Force  is  charged  vith  maintaining  a  consolidated  list  for  the 

information  and  guidance  of  department*  and  agencies  concerned  showing 

approved  areas  requiring  security  reviev  of  aerial  photography.  Air 

Farce  Regulation  (AFR)  205-1,  10  June  i960,  8ection  XH,  directs  the 

ACS/l,  Headquarters  USA?,  to  maintain  and  disseminate  the  required 

consolidated  list  of  security  reviev  areas.

upon  the  Defense  Intelligence  Agency  (DIA)  by  agencies  outside  the  DOD, 

the  office  of  the  ACS/l  became  the  fooal  paint  for  all  USA?  requirements 

and  related  natters.  Pour  hundred  seventy-two  (V/2)  Air  Force  requirements 

were  forwarded  curing  this  period  for  validation ♦  DIA  returned  U90 

validated  requirements  to  ACS/l  for  serving  on  Air  Force  collection 

elements  o  IXurlng  this  period,  378  requirements  were  cancelled.  As  of 

30  June  1962,  *H7  Specific  Intelligence  Collection  Hequirements  (SICR^s) 

were  outstanding  on  collectors.

being  planned  for  the  second  quarter  of  FT  1963,  TSie  seven  proposed 

Latin-American  Air  Attache  Stations  are:  Hicaragua,  Costa  Rica,  El 

Salvador,  Haiti,  Honduras,  Panama  and  Paraguay.  A  tentative  activation 

date  of  1  September  1962  is  planned  for  Nicaragua.  In  addition,  eight 

proposed  Air  Attache  stations  are  being  planned  for  Africa.  They  arei 

Southern  Rhodesia,  Algeria,  Ghana,  Kenya,  Higerla,  Senegal,  Sudan  and 

Tunisia.
