(17) Serves as the responsible agency for solicit-
ing, validating, and satisfying Air Force collateral in-
telligence document requirements.

(18) Provides central intelligence research and
library support to HQ USAF and acts as the responsible
agency for all biographic data.

(19) Provides other specialized intelligence ser-
vices in support of Air Force missions as directed by the
Chief of Staff.

4. Special Responsibilities and Instructions:

a. The AFIS consists of a headquarters, and other
subordinate organizational elements as authorized by the
Chief of Staff, USAF.
