•  2.   Organization.   Detachment  4  is  directly  subordinate  to  HQ  FTD,  and  is accorded  Directorate  status. 

3.   Communications : 

a.  Continental  United  States  (CONUS).  Address  ail  matters  requiring 
command -level  attention  to  the  Commander  (CC),  FTD.  Address  substantive,  func- 

tional mission  related  and  support  activities  to  the  appropriate  HQ  FTD 
Director.   Analyst-to-analyst  interface  is  encouraged  to  enhance  information

the  relevant  Director. 

b.  Intratheater.   Detachment  4  is  authorized'  direct  .communications  with

c.  Tasking.   HQ  FTD  support  required  by  Detachment  4  to  respond  to  opera- 
tional command  S£TI  needs,  or  to  conduct  other  mission-related  activities  will 

be  addressed  to  the  appropriate  FTD  Director  through  the  Production  Programs 
Branch  (FTD/XCFP),  or  directly  to  XOFP  when  unsure  of  relevant  Directorate. 
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d.  Management  Information-   Status  of  ongoing  activities  and  current 
.actions  will  be  provided,  via  a  monthly  activities  report,  to  FTD/CC  with  infor- 

'  mation  copy  to  FTD/XOX  (Detachment  Affairs).  XOX  will  monitor  all  com- 
munications and  provide  necessary  support. 

4.  Responsibilities.  Detachment  4  is  directly  responsible  to  HQ  FTD  for 
mission  accomplishment.   Detachment  4:
