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FOREWORD 

PURPOSE:    To  provide  all  USAFE  intelligence  activities  with 
classification  guidance  and  handling  procedures  regarding  tactical 
airborne  imagery  acquired  over  the  United  Kingdom  and  the 
Continental  Mainland  of  Western  Europe.     This  classification  guide 
is  designed  specifically  to  complement  existing  United  States  policy 
in  protecting  military  intelligence  information  acquired  through  the 
use  of  tactical  airborne  sensors,  and  to  implement  European  host- 
country  security  policies  and  practices,  when  applicable. 

APPLICABILITY:    To  all  USAFE  activities  concerned  with  the 

preparation  of  imagery  intelligence  reports,  correspondence,  and 
imagery  processing  products  such  as  original  negative /positive  and 
duplication  materials  derived  from  tactical  aerial  imagery.    This 
guide  does  not  provide  an  index  for  the  automatic  application  of 
derivative  classification  markings.     Each  item  of  information  or 

other  material  being  considered  for  security  protection  shall  be 
evaluated  on  its  own  merits,  according  to  the  best  information  and 

intelligence  available,  consistent  with  the  basic  principles  of  classifi- 
cation stated  in  DOD  5200.  1-R,  AFR  205-1,  AFR  205-40,  and  other 

security  directives.

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2.  Explanation  of  Terms: 

a.      Aerial  Imagery.     The  permanent  record  of  the  likeness  of 

any  natural  or  manmade  objects  reproduced  on  photographic  material  *" 
through  airborne  acquisition.     This  record  can  be  acquired  through 
the  sensing  of  the  optical  or  any  other  segment  of  the  electromagnetic 
spectrum  by  optical,  infrared,  or  high  resolution  radar  sensors. 
Within  the  context  of  this  guide,  imagery  does  not  include  those 
records  of  communications  or  radar  signals  and  telemetry  data  which 
do  not  reproduce  the  likeness  of  objects  or  photographic  material 
(except  radarscope  imagery  taken  over  the  United  Kingdom). 

b.  Host  Country.     A  nation  in  which  representatives  or  organiza- 
tions of  another  state  are  present  because  of  governmental  invitation 

and/or  international  agreement.     The  country  may  or  may  not  be  a 
member  of  the  NATO  Military  Alliance  and  may  host  USAF  forces  on 
a  permanent  or  temporary  basis. 

c.  Standardization  Agreement  (STANAG).     The  record  or  an 
agreement  among  several  or  all  of  the  member  nations  to  adopt  like 
or  similar  military  equipment,  ammunition,  supplies  and  stores;  and 
operational,   logistic  and  administrative  procedures.     National 
acceptance  of  a  NATO  allied  publication  issued  by  the  Military  Agency 
for  Standardization  (MAS)  may  be  recorded  as  a  STANAG. 

d.  International  Pact  Organization  (IPO).    A  duly  constituted 

international  body,  civilian  or  military,  or  both,  having  a  responsibility 

for  any  aspect  of  mutual  defense,  which  may  require  access  to  United 

States  classified  military  information  in  carrying  out  its  assigned 

responsibilities.     Examples  are  the  International  Staff  of  NATO. 

and  the  Inter-American  Defense  Board  (IADB).     (Note:    An  IPO 

memoer  nation  may  have  established  unilateral  security  procedures 

which  may  be  additional  to  those  of  the  International  Organization. )

p.       Tactical  Reconnaissance.     In  USAFE,   the  employment  of 

primarily  RF-4  aircraft  against  a  requirement  of  multi-sensor 
collection  of  limited  intelligence  objectives.     For  purposes  of  this 
guide,   the  application  of  tactical  reconnaissance  includes  peacetime 
training  and /or  exercising,  as  well  as  contingency  operational 

employment. 

h.       RAF  (SY-5).     The  final  office  of  primary  responsibility  (OPR) 
for  security  matters  pertaining  to  the  Ministry  of  Defence-UK  (Air) 
and  the  Royal  Air  Force  (RAF)  of  the  United  Kingdom. 

i.        DI-26.     The  final  OPR  for  intelligence  matters  pertaining  or 
relating  to  the  RAF.     fhe  element  which  implements  security  guidance, 

promulgated  by  RAF  (SY-5),  pertaining  to  imagery  intelligence  matters 
in  the  UK.

5.  Citation  of  Regrading  and  Declassification  Authority.     Security 
classification  changes  in  this  guide  are  basis  for  regrading  and 
declassification  actions  for  present  aerial  imagery  holdings  and  this 
guide  may  be  cited  as  authority  for  such  actions. 

6.  Downgrading  and  Declassification  Instructions.     All  items  of 
information  subject  to  the  guidance,  as  contained  in  this  security 
classification  guide,  are  subject  to  the  downgrading  and  declassification 
instructions  contained  in  DOD  5200.  1-R  and  AFR  205-1,  unless  other-

and  safeguarding  of  aerial  imagery,  imagery  intelligence,  and 

imagery  by-products  (reports,  correspondence,  prints,  and  original/ 
duplicate  positive /negative  film),  over  the  United  Kingdom  (UK)  was 
taken  from  RAF  Air  Publication  3086,  Security,   USAF  security 
directives  and  classification  guides.

Restricted  Countries  and  Use  of  the  USAF  Foreign  Clearance  Guide

primary  source  of  information  regarding  the  conduct  of  USAF  
air 

operations  and  USAF  personnel  entering  into  or  overflying  the  airsp
ace 

of  another  nation.    As  such,  it  is  not  the  governing  directive  regardin
g 

the  classification  of  aerial  imagery  exposed  while  in  flight  over  ano
ther 

nation,  but  does  specify  limitations  to  flight  which  would  influence
  the 

classification  of  imagery  information.     The  FCG  does  not  take 

precedence  over  established  DOD  or  USAF  security  policies,  nor  those
 

policies  established  by  various  nations.  . 

2.  (U)    Instructions.     The  USAF  FCG  does  outline  certain  requi
re- 

ments and  restrictions  imposed  by  European  countries  and  the 

sensitivity  of  certain  types  of  USAF  overflight  missions,  one  of  whi
ch 

is  photo  reconnaissance.     For  purposes  of  having  that  informatio
n x» 

a  single  document  regarding  the  classification  of  aerial  imagery,  those 

restrictions  shall  be  briefly  reiterated. .  Some  European  countries  have 

not  stated  specific  restrictions  upon  USAF  tactical  reconnaissance 

missions.     In  those  instances,  the  conditions  of  overflight  clearance, 

a  specific  operations  plan  or  order  (see  SECTION  VII)  being  exercised
, 

or  the  procedures  outlined  in  SECTIONS  IV  and  V  shall  apply. •

SECTION  VII 

Operations  Plans  and  Orders        • 

1.  Scope.     SECTIONS  IV,  V  and  VI  have  discussed  the  conditions 

which  prevail  during  normal  peacetime  tactical  reconnaissance  training 

and  the  procedures  for  classifying  the  imagery  acquired  on  those 

missions.     Under  the  auspices  of  peacetime  training,  USAFE  operations 

plans  and  orders  (OPLANs/OPORDs)  are  developed  to  exercise 

element(s)  of  tactical  reconnaissance  in  an  unilateral,  bilateral  or 

NATO  environment.     These  OPLANs  or  OPORDs  are  normally  written 

to  exercise  aerial  reconnaissance  in  a  specific  geographic  area  and 

after  a  period  of  time  the  imagery  taken  as  a  part  of  the  exercise 

loses  its  sensitivity.     To  assure  that  OPLAN  and  OPORD  tactical 

reconnaissance  imagery  is  not  classified  over  too  long  a  period  of  time, 

or      is       adequately  protected  at  the  time  the  OPLAN/OPORD  is  being 

exercised,  it  shall  be  the  task  of  each  "office  drafting  an  exercise  plan 
to  consider  and  implement    the  guidance  contained  in  SECTIONS  IV,  V 
and  VI. 

2.  )    Special  Reconnaissance.     Plans  which  are  developed  under 

the  austS».es\of  ED  55-37,  Sensitive  Reconnaissance  Operations,  and/ 

Security  Policy  for  USAF  Sensitive  Reconnaissance 

-may  conflict  with  the  guidance  contained  in  SECTIONS  IV 

or  V  and  the  European  country  restrictions  of  SECTION  VI.     In  such    . 

cases,  classification  guidance  therein  or  applicable  to  the  subject 

special  reconnaissance  plan(s)  will  take  precedence  over  this  guide. 

3.  Instructions.     In  general,  tactical  aerial  imagery  acquired 

through  the  exercising  of  periodic  OPLANs  and  OPORDs  shall  be 

classified  in  accordance  with  the  guidance  contained  in  SECTIONS  IV 

and  V  and  the  requirements  of  protection  against  the  possibility  of 

revealing  wartime  capabilities  and  objectives.     When  separated  from 

the  actual  identification  with,  or  the  location  of.   specific  OPLAN/ 

OPORD  objectives,  the  imagery  shall  be  come  UNCLASSIFIED,  handle 

as  FOUO.     Generally,  when  the  tactical  aerial  imagery  source  is  not 

compromised,   the  imagery  shall  be  considered  UNCLASSIFIED,  handle 

as  FOUO.     This  instruction  does  not  take  precedence  over  SECTION  IV, 

V  or  European  country  requirements.  .
