a.   (U)  Chief,  Operation's  Branch  (DO)  -  is  responsible  for  the  overall 
management  of  the  Intelligence  OVERSIGHT  Program  and  appoints  an  officer  or 
senior  NCO  as  the  program  monitor. 

e.  (U)  Operations  Training.  (DOT)  -  provide  familiarization  training  and 
testing  to  all  operation's  personnels  going  thru  the  training  phase. 

f .  (U)  Security  Folice  (SP)  -  provide  initial  orientation  to  all  incoming 

personnel  and  ensure  that  all  nonoperation's  personnel  are  trained  and  tested 
semiannually  on  Intelligence  OVERSIGHT  Program. 

(U)  Procedures: 

a.   (U)  DOO  will: 

(1)  (U)  Serve  as  the  focal  point  for  the  Intelligence  OVERSIGHT  Prcgrair. 
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(3)  (U)  Include  proper  information  on  Intelligence  OVERSIGHT  Program  in 
the  unit  feedback  vehicle  (TUNNELVISION) .

(U)  After  a.  thorough  review  of  the  situation,  DOO  contacts  DOA  personnel 
and  request  their  presence,  if  necessary.
