rurminnt  to  the  provicionn  of  Section  10.?  of  the  national  Security  Act  of 

19'«7i  w>$  *'or  the  purpoGCO  enunciated  In  paragraphs  (d)  and  (o)  thereof,  the 
KGtional  Security  Coujicil   hereby  author iz.es  and  directs   that: 

1.  To  maintain  the  rciationohip  cssontial  to  coord  ina.ti  on  between 

the  Central  Intelligence  Agency  and  the  Intelligence  organ  i.zati  one-,  an 
Intelligence  Advisory  Committee  consisting  of  the  respective  intelligence 
chief u  from  the  Departments  of  State,  Army,  tfavy,  and  Air  Force,  and  from 
the  Joint  Staff  (JC3),  amd  the  Atomic  Sncrgy  CcrmisGion,  cr  their  reprc- 

'  oenlativeG,  shall  be  established  to  advice  the  Director  of  Central  Intel- 
ligence. The  Director  of  Central  Intelligence  vill  invite  the  chief,  or 

hie  repreocntative,  of  any  other  intelligence  Agency  having  functions  re- 
lated to  the  national  occurity  to  ait  vitb  the  Intelligence  Advisory  Com- 

mittee    vhenever     matters     within     the  purview     of  his     Agency     are   to  bs 
diGCUCBCd. 

2.  To  the  extent  authorized  by  Section  102  (e)  of  the  National 

Security  /vet  of  19'*7/  the  Director  of  Central  Intelligence,  or  ropreGen- 
tativc3  designated  by  him,  by  arrangement  with  the  head  of  the  department 
or  agency  concerned,  shall  make  ouch  surveys  and  inspections  of  depart- 

mental intelligence  material  of  the  various  Federal  Departments  and  Agen- 
ciec  relating  to  the  national  Gecurity  no  .he  may  dees  neceGnai-y  in  con- 

nection with  hio  duty  to  advice  the  J'SC  and  to  make  recommendations  for 
the  coordination  of  Intelligence  activitieo. 

3.  Coordination  of  intelligence  activities  should  bo  designed  pri- 
marily to  strengthen  the  over-all  governmental  intcllirence  otructwe. 

Primary  departmental  requirements  ohall  be  recognized  and  shall  receive 
the  cooperation  and  support  of  the  Central  Intelligence  Agency. 

a.  The  Director  of  Central  Intelligence  Ghall,  in  making  rec- 
ommendations or  giving  advice  to  the  National  Security  Council  per- 

taining to  the  intelligence  activities  of  the  various  Departments 
mid  Agencies,  trancmit  therewith  n  statement  indicating  the  concur- 

rence or  non-concurrence  of  the  members  of  the  Intelligence  Advisory 
Committee;  provided  that,  when  unanimity  is  not  obtained  among  the 
Department  .heads  of  the  Nation.il  J-UJ  itary  Ealabl.  is)m:cnt,  the  Director 
of  Central  Intelligence  ohall  refer  the  problem  to  tho  Secretary  of 
Defence   before   presenting   it   to    the  National  Security   Council.

h.  The  Director  of  Central  Intelligence  chnll  produce  intelligence 

relating  to  the  naticr.nl  security,  hereafter  ro?crrcl  to  ao  national  in- 
telligence. In  no  far  ac  practicable,  he  chall  not  duplicate  the  intel- 

ligence activities  and  research  of  the  various  Dcpartr.entc  and  Agencico 
but  ehail  nahe  U3e  of  erioting  intelligence  facilities  and  chall  utilize 
departmental  intelligence  for  cuch  production  purposes.  For  definitions 
see  KSCID  Ko.  p. 

5-  Tho  Director  of  Central  Intelligence  nhall  dioseninato  National 

Intelligence  to  the  President,  to  ireaibern  of  tho  national  Security  Coun- 

cil; to  the  Intelligence  Cliicfn  of  the  I  AC  Agencies,  and  to  cuch  Co~ern- 
nental  Departments  and  Agendo  0  no  the  national  Security  Council  frore 

tine  to  tiro  p.ay  dcoigr.ato.  Intelligence  no  dicGcr.iir.ntcd  chall  be  offi- 
cially concurred  in  by  tho  Intelligence  Agencies  or  shall  carry  an  agreed 

otatcincnt  of   substantial  diucent.  •
