2.  TJic  Director  of  Central  Intelligence,  in  collaboration  with  the 
other  agencies  concerned,  and  under  the  guidance  of  the  USQ  Staff*  shall 
eelect  fro:?,  tine  to  tir.o  ana.  on  a  current  basis  Gections  and  it  eras  of  ouch 
outline  vhich  have  a  priority  interest.  These  soioctiens  vill  be  issued 
by  the  Director  of  Central  Intelligence  to  supply  the  desired  priority 
guidance  for  the  production  of  National  Intelligence  by  the  Central  In- 

telligence Agency  r.nd  for  the  contributions  to  such  production  by  other 
agencies  concerned.
