Pursuant  to  tho  provisions  of  Section  102  of  the  Uationr.l  Security  Act 

of  3 9-'; 7  and  Vor  tho  purj.ose  enunciated  in  paragraph  d(Ji)  thereof,  the  primary 
responsibility  for  tho  riainLcnonce  of  Biographical  Data  cji  Foreign  Scientific 
and  Technological  Personalities   is  asnignod  to  tho  Central  Intelligence  Agency. 

1.     To     implement  this     undertaking,    the     following     procedures     arc 
established: 

a.  Departmental  intelligence  a@or.cies  shall  continue  to  collect, 
analyze,  and  abstract  bi03.rapl1ic.al  data  en  foreign  scientific  and 
teclmolcgical  personalities,  in  accordance  vith  their  ncoc.s  . 

b.  Departmental  intelligence  agencies  shall  forv.-ard  to  the 
Central  Intelligence  Agency,  in-  the  ir.ar.ri or  r.ost  satisfactory  to  the 
Departnient  concerned,  all  biographical  data  or-jginatiiig  vithin  their 
respective  Departr.-cnts,  or  complete  documentary  references  thereto, 
on  foreign  scientific  and  technological  personalities. 

c.  Tno  Central  Intelligence  Agency  shall  codify  and  index  all 
ouch  data  received,  including  such  data  as  nay  bo  received  frcn  all 
sources,  and  shall  incorporate  the  actual  material  received  in  its 
files. 

d.  All  biographical  data  on  foreign  scientific  and  technological 
personalities  ,'iaintaincd  by  the  Central  Intelligence  /.gcr.cy  uhe.il  bo 
readily  available   to  tho  participating  Departments   and  Agencies.

c.    "Communications  Intelligence  activities"  comprise  all  proc- 
cesses  involved  in  the  collection,  for  intelligence  purposes,  or  foreign 
communications,  the  production  of  information  from  such  communications, 
the  dissemination  of  that  information,  and  the  control  of  the  pro- 

tection of  that  information  and  the  security  of  its  sources.
