
NATIONAL  SECURITY  COUNCIL  INTELLIGENCE  DIRECTIVE  NO.   15 

COORDINATION  AMD  PRODUCTION  Or  FOREIGN 
ECONOMIC  INTELLIGENCE 

(Approved  G/13/51;  CONTIDSOTIAL) 

I'ursuant  to  the  provisions  of  Section  102  (d)  of  (he  National  Security 
Act  of  19-1-7,  ns  amended,  the  National  Security  Council  hereby  authorises 
and  directs  the  Central  Intelligence  .Agency  to  perform  the  following 

functions  wi'.h  respect  to  foreign  economic  intelligence  relating  to  the 
national  security: 

1.  Maintain  a  continuing  review  of  the  requirements  of  the  united 
States  Government  for  foreign  economic  intelligence  relating  to  the 
national  security,  and  of  the  facilities  and  arrangements  available  to 
meet  those  requirements,  making  from,  thrc  to  time  such  rcecinmei;  ac- 

tions to  the  National  Security  Council  concerning  improvements  as 
may  require  National  .Security  Council  action. 

2.  Insure  through  regular,  procedures  that  the  full  economic  Irnov/l- 
edge  and  tcclmical  talent  available  in  the  Government  is  brought  to 
bear  on  important  issues  involving  national  security,  including  issues 
on  which  assistance  is  requested  by  the  National  Sccurily  Council  or 
members  thereof. 

3.  Evaluate,  through  regular  procedures,  the  pertinence,  extent,  and 
quality  of  the  foreign  economic  data  available  bearing  on  national 
security  issues,  and  develop  ways  in  which  quality  could  be  improved  a2id 
gaps  could  be  filled. 

4.  Conduct,  as  a  service  of  common  concern,  such  foreign  economic 
research  and  produce  such  foreign  economic  intelligence  as  may  be 

required  (a)  to  surpk-mcTit  that  produced  by  c'her  aacneiv.s  tift::-?  hi  the 
appropriate  discharge  of  their  reguJar  departmental  missions  or  in 
fulfillment  of  assigned  intelligence  responsibilities;  (b)  to  fui£;.l  re- 

quests of  the  .'Cntoi'iigenee  Advisory  Committee.
