EUNT. 

11.  The  Chairman  of  the  ELINT  Committee  will  assure  that  the  Ecard 

is  informed  promptly  of  the  Committee's  decisions,  recommendations, and  actions. 

12.  The  ELIXT  Committee  shall  establish  such  standing  or  ad  hoc 
subcommittees  as  it  deems  necessary.
